A Message From Jeff... 

CHARLIE KIRK’S SENSELESS SLAYING  

 
     The recent tragic assassination of Christian podcaster Charlie Kirk has brought crisply into focus the larger 

ongoing spiritual struggle of light vs. darkness.  Famous for engaging college students on their university cam-

puses with dialogue about politics, evidence that Jesus is God’s Son, the value of the Bible, and God’s teaching 

on marriage, this conservative voice was having a dramatic influence on discussing our differences without 

avoiding or hating those who disagreed.  Some in the media have attempted to depict Charlie as a negative in-

dividual who was polarizing, when the reality was that he genuinely sought to care for all, whether conserva-

tive, liberal, lost, or saved.  What was polarizing was he proclaimed the Biblical message of salvation and deliv-

erance come only to us all through Jesus and His sacrifice for us unworthy sinners. 

 

      Regardless of whether you preferred his bold style of sharing his convictions and his love for debate to  

compel life-change, the impact that his brief life (murdered at the age of 31 years old) has made is impressive 

and will continue to reverberate after his passing.  My prayers go out for the comfort of his grieving widow,        

Erika, and his two young children.  His passing compels us to carry the torch of the gospel to light the way for 

those in darkness.  Remember…  

 

     “But even if you should suffer for what is right, you are blessed.  ‘Do not fear their threats; do not be  

frightened,’  But in your hearts revere Christ as Lord.  Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who 

asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have.  But do this with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear   

conscience, so that those who speak maliciously against your good behavior in Christ may be ashamed of their 

slander.  For it is better, if it is God’s will, to suffer for doing good than for doing evil.  For Christ also suffered 

once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God.”  I Peter 3:14-18a NIV  

 

      Our Current Message Series, “In the Beginning,” has been a focus of some important Old Testament      

stories that we’ve seen contain great relevance to so many current situations in our lives in 2025.  This Sunday 

we unpack the next season in the life of King David.  We’ll see how God wants to work good out of our        

mistakes.  To get the maximize impact from this Sunday’s message, you are invited to prepare by reading in 

advance these passages-- II Samuel 11:11-27, II Samuel 12, Psalm 51, and II Chronicles 22.  You’ll be a part of 

Ancient Teaching with Application for Today.
