CLEAN UP 

 

     While I was driving on the interstate, a few years ago, I noticed a white van that 

was discolored to dull grey because it had a dingy coating of dust all over it.  As I 

looked more closely, I discovered that the name of the business, which owned the 

commercial van, was none other than Toledo Power Wash.  This was a mobile high-

pressure washing unit that existed to clean large, commercial items with its power-

ful spray of water.
