Although it was just a few items
already on display it had me thinking, whatever happened to Thanksgiving?

Thanksgiving isn’t necessarily more biblical than Christmas, but both have become
treasured holidays. While Christmas is celebrated all over the world, Thanksgiving is uniquely American.
With religious and historical roots dating back to the early colonists in Plymouth, Mass., this celebration has
symbolized and served as a reminder to Americans everywhere of our dependence upon God’s mercy

In 1863, in the middle of our nation’s darkest hour, he declared a
National Day of Thanksgiving, for the purpose of giving thanks for the “gracious gifts of the Most High God,
who, while dealing with us in anger for our sins, hath nevertheless remembered mercy.”

In 1941, President Franklin D. Roosevelt signed into law the bill that made the fourth Thursday of November
a national holiday. Thanksgiving is certainly a part of our heritage and tradition as Americans, but is it a part
of our heart and soul? Is it possible one of the reasons we allow a consumer fed, commercialized Christmas
to crowd out Thanksgiving, is that we are no longer a grateful nation?

For followers of Christ, Thanksgiving is more than a holiday. It is a day to be grateful for the many blessings
we have as people of God and as a nation. However, our gratitude to God isn't just a one-day event. It
should drive and define us every day. It is an attitude of our hearts, and it reveals itself in the depth of our
spiritual dependence on God. Most importantly, our gratitude to God is the heart of true worship.

So this month, | hope you will have a wonderful Thanksgiving but also let’'s use this month to love on our
community.

This past month, we wrapped up the first part of
our Following The Way Series, which was the
seven Woes of Matthew 23. The Woes that Jesus
ascribed to the Pharisees were so much more
than a slap on the wrist; they were expressions of
grief straight from the heart of Christ and were
warnings that save the hearers and recipients of
them from following the way of sin and death. We
need this kind of “tough love” from God so that we
do not adopt the ways of the scribes and
Pharisees.
