CABIN AND APARTMFENT LODGING

Cloudcroft Cabin

The Cloudcroft Cabin is a spacious,
apartment-style lodging connected to
the Aspen Lodge, featuring both
interior and exterior access.

Any required
adjustments to the standard meal schedule must be pre-arranged with the office
team.

DINING

Our standard meal schedule includes Breakfast at 8:00 AM, Lunch at 12:00 PM,
and Supper at 5:30 PM.

Meal rates and lodging rates are charged separately. The meal cost of $14.00 is all-
inclusive, covering the entrée, sides, salad, drinks, dessert, tax, and gratuity. Meals
for children 5-12 yrs. of age who are staying with their parents are $7.00 per meal.
Meals for toddlers are free.

Menu Preparation and Dietary Restrictions

Menus are carefully prepared by our Food Service Manager to ensure a
balanced diet at all meals, including fruit/cereal /yogurt with
breakfast and a full salad bar with lunch and supper. A selection of
beverages, including coffee, tea, hot chocolate, a juice bar, water, and
milk (breakfast only), is provided with meals.

© Determine your needs for meeting rooms, recreation, and other activities.

o Consider if your group members will need linens for their stay or if they will
be bringing their own bedding.

°© Determine what meals your group will need during their stay and if they
might enjoy special events such as a campfire with s’mores, an ice cream
social, or snacks.

o Consider the physical needs of your group members. Will anyone benefit
from the use of a golf cart or an ADA room?

Securing Your Reservation
e Finalize Deposit: Please submit an additional deposit
equivalent to 10% of your estimated group invoice. This
payment officially secures your reservation on our
calendar and confirms all logistical planning can move
forward.

Confirming Attendance & Billing
e Estimated Guest Count: Provide your estimated

attendance numbers. This figure is crucial for finalizing
room assignments and facility preparations. (Please note
that payment for your group event is due at the time of
check out; the finalized balance is based on the actual
number of attendees for your group event, including
actual meals, activities, and extras.)

Essential Partnership Documents
e Liability Coverage: We require a Certificate of Liability
from your insurance carrier with a minimum occurrence
limit of $1,000,000. This standard documentation
ensures comprehensive protection for your group and

our facility.
o Action: Please ensure the Sacramento Camp and
Conference Center is listed as an "additional
insured" party on the certificate.

The final payment is
due upon check-out.
Interest charges will be
applied after 10 days.

The booking fee is non-
refundable; however, if
an event is cancelled,
the fee may be applied
to a future event, if re-
scheduled within six
months of the original
booking.

The 10% deposit is non-
refundable when
cancelled within 90 days
of event and is non-
transferable to any
future event.

Both the booking fee
and 10% deposit will be
applied as payments
towards your final
invoice.

Check-in and Check-out Times

Our Check-in time is at 4:00 pm and our Check-out time is 11:00 am for lodging and the
use of meeting spaces unless other arrangements are made with our Guest Services
team.

Quiet Hours
In order for all of our guests to enjoy their time on the mountain, we ask that you
observe a quiet time beginning every night at 11:00 pm.

Substance-Free Environment
The campus adheres to a strict substance-free policy. The possession and use of alcohol,
cannabis, and illegal drugs are not permitted anywhere on the property.

Smoking is strictly prohibited inside all campus buildings and within the forest areas. If
you must smoke, please do so discreetly in designated areas where provided ash
receptacles are available. We appreciate your courtesy toward all guests, particularly
children and youth.

Commitment to a Safe Environment
e Fireworks: Not permitted anywhere on campus property.
e [irearms: No firearms are permitted unless for use at Sacramento's gun range with
NRA certified staff facilitation. All firearms must be kept locked in a secure location
at all times. Contact the Sacramento office for additional information.

Fires & Grills
e Designated Areas: Camplfires and grills may only be lit in designated areas. Always
check with the Sacramento Office before starting a fire, especially during dry or
adverse weather conditions.
e Safety & Attendance:

o We have grills available for you to use, but you may bring your own grills if
you prefer. Please contact the office for where you can set up your grills if you
bring them.

o Never leave fires in fireplaces, stoves, or outdoor fire pits unattended. A
designated member of your group must remain present until the fire is
completely extinguished.

o Do not stack wood next to indoor fireplaces or stoves.

Vehicles & Parking
e To maintain a pedestrian-friendly environment, please leave your vehicles parked
after arrival. Vehicles should only be used while on campus for the transportation
of guests with physical difficulties.

Grounds & Wildlife
e Pond Safety: For your safety, do not wade or play in the pond.
e Rock Throwing: Rock throwing is strictly prohibited across all camp grounds.
e Pets: Pets are allowed on a limited basis. We do not provide kennel facilities. Please
call ahead to make necessary arrangements if you plan to bring a pet. Pets must be
on a leash at all times while on campus.

Hiking & Property
e Trail Use: Enjoy our extensive hiking trails! Maps are available at the office. Please
note that some trails are steep, rugged, and uneven.
e Safety: Always be aware of potential loose rocks and natural dangers. For your
safety, stay on marked trails and avoid off-trail hiking.
e Neighbors: We have excellent neighbors; please respect their privacy by remaining
on Sacramento property.

No. Our group prices are fixed and do not
fluctuate based on the size of your party.

What if I arrive after the office has closed (8:30
AM-12:00 PM, 1:00 PM-5:00 PM)?

If you arrive outside of our normal office hours,
you may go straight to your assigned room—it will
be unlocked and ready. If you are unsure where you
are staying, check the room assignments posted on
the TV in the Skipper's Hall lobby. You may also
use the call box located outside the doors at
Skipper's to reach our staff after hours.

Are you open year-round?
Yes, we are open all 12 months of the year.

Facilities and Activities

Can I rent a golf cart to drive around camp?

Yes. We rent out our golf carts to groups or
individuals for transportation around the camp for
$ 25.00 a day. We only have a few, so please call our
office to reserve them in advance if possible.

Can I bring my own ATV?

Guests are welcome to bring their personal ATVs
for use on the roads to transport themselves and
other guests, or for taking off-site (following all
applicable rules). However, our insurance does not
allow guests to ride their personal ATVs on our
trails.

Do I need a key for my room?

We are typically keyless, but if you require a key to
ensure important items are secured, please let the
office know and they will provide one.

What if I forget something I need during my stay?
Please stop by the office. We keep basic toiletries in
stock and want to make sure you have what you
need!

Is my vehicle size a problem when travelling to
camp?

Any size vehicle can make it to Sacramento. You do
not have to go on any unpaved roads to get here.

Cell Service & Internet Access

Verizon is the only carrier with limited signal at
Sacramento. Other carriers typically do not have
service here. Wiki is available in the Dining Hall,
the FLC, Aspen, and The Front Porch. Passwords
are posted for your convenience. You can also
contact the office for assistance with WikFi. We are
happy to help.
