Edunations-Financial  

Established by our Presbytery of the Alleghenies, this mission supports Sierra Leone by building 15 

schools in 6 different villages. This provides a free quality education to kids who otherwise wouldn’t have 

one. Money sent from HPC supports the teachers at these schools.  

  

Sierra Leone Project-Financial  

Established by our Presbytery of the Alleghenies to support the Sierra Leone churches and their

Bethel Foundation-Financial  

Judy Yund is a missionary serving in Bolivia. Through the Hospital Bethel, Judy and her team provide 

critical medical care, essential supplies, and the healing hope of Christ to the Amyra population in the 

Andean highlands.  

  

Harvesting in Spanish- Financial and Volunteer  

The Shalom Children’s home in El Salvador provides a caring community for El Salvadoran orphans. 

We have sent nine mission teams to this home. Harvesting in Spanish also provides meals for 

impoverished families in the surrounding area, low-cost medical care, and a primary and secondary 

school open to the community.  

  

Missionary Jeff Bain-Financial  

Jeff Bain and his family serve in Tyumen Siberia in Russia. They serve a church providing spiritual and 

community support. Please pray for their daughter Sonya as she continues to battle Leukemia.  

  

Missionary Family in Central Asia-Financial  

This missionary family serves in a predominantly Muslim area in Central Asia which is hostile to 

Christians. Please be in prayer for this family of four as they show the love of Christ.  

  

RAHAB-In-kind  

Provides Christ-centered transformational services to those directly affected by sex trafficking. RAHAB 

sends teams of trained staff and volunteers to city streets in Stark, Summit, and Cuyahoga Counties to 

build relationships and share the love of Jesus.  

  

Habitat for Humanity-Financial-Volunteer  

Brings people together from all walks of life to build homes, communities and hope in the Summit 

County area. Our congregation participates in several workdays annually.  

  



Akron Pregnancy Services- In-Kind  

A faith-based pregnancy resource center that provides information and practical support in a safe, 

confidential, and nonjudgemental environment. Serving women and families facing unplanned 

pregnancies or those who need pregnancy or parenting support. Our congregation participates in the 

baby boomerang and provides holiday assistance with the angel tree.  

  

  

Emergency Assistance Center- In-kind  

A food and necessities pantry located in Northfield, OH. They support neighbors in need with items while 

leading a collaborative community effort to access resources that promote healthy lives.  

   

Salvation Army- Volunteer  

They help thousands of people throughout Summit County. They offer community programs such as 

holiday assistance, hot shower programs, clothing support, hot meal programs, and food pantries. 

Annually during the Christmas season, we ring the bells at Acme in Hudson.  

  

NavNeighbors- Financial  

This outreach program ministers to the unchurched local community through building relationships 

modeling Christ’s love.  

  

After The Storm- Financial  

Formed to respond to the pain so many were experiencing in Mississippi and Louisiana after Hurricane 

Katrina. They bring intentional and directed discipleship to volunteers and homeowners for those who 

have experienced home damage because of natural disasters.  

  

Cycles for Christ- Financial-Volunteer 

This mission collects old bikes and bike parts, then refurbishes and donates them along with locks and 

helmets to children and adults in need. Recipients are encouraged to attend our church or the church of 

their choice.  Recipients fall into 5 categories: poor, homeless, refugees, immigrants, and veterans.
