Vigil Mass, Wed, Oct. 31, 5:30 p.m.; Masses on Thurs. 8 & 10:30 a.m. 

Friday, November 2, is the Feast of All Souls: Mass 8 a.m. 
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Dear parishioners:   

Thursday, November 1, is the Feast of 

All Saints. The Greek word for Saint 

means Holy One.  A Holy person is 

someone who is like God in that they 

breathe and radiate the life and light of 

God. In the book of Leviticus, we are 

reminded of our calling, ñYou shall be 

Holy, for I the Lord your God am 

Holy.ò (Lev 19: 2).   

In all of his Letters, Paul addresses 

Christians as ñSaintsò and ñHoly Ones.ò 

I remember when I was a teenager, I 

idolized people like President Kennedy 

because he was an idealist who 

challenged people to go beyond 

themselves.  For example, I remember in 

the early 1960ôs when he said, after the 

Russians had sent the first space ship into 

outer space, that America would have a 

man on the moon by the late 1960ôs.  No 

one believed it then.  They put it down to 

the óCamelotô phenomenon associated 

with an idealist President.  Things 

changed in 1969 when Neil Armstrong 

was the first man to step onto the moon 

with the words, ñOne small step for man; 

one giant step for mankind.ò  The feeling 

among my age group at the time was, ñIf 

Neil Armstrong can do it, I can do it.ò 

It is for the same reason that the Church 

puts before us the Christian ñHall of 

fameò on ñAll Saints Day.ò  If they, with 

the grace of God can become Saints, I 

can, with the grace of God, become a 

Saint.  The feast of All Saints challenge 

all of us as Christians to become who 

God has called all of us to become. 

On the Feast of All Souls, Friday, 

November 2, we are asked to pray for 

deceased family members and loved ones 

that they enjoy the presence of God for 

all eternity.  We pray for those who have 

died during the month of November.
