“God’s Choice -2”

Today’s Message:

“For when God made a promise to Abraham, since he had no one greater
by whom to swear, he swore by himself, saying, “Surely | will bless you
and multiply you.” And thus Abraham, having patiently waited, obtained
the promise.” Hebrews 6:13-15

The benefits of being chosen and grafted into the blessings and promises
of God to Abraham and his offspring are really too wonderful for us to fully
comprehend. We have seen God’s great love and how it is eternal and
nothing can stop it. Now we see that God'’s love includes two choices. His
and ours. His choice elects, calls, justifies and glorifies. Our choice is to
follow in faith His election and calling. It is not by works or by physical
birth, but by God’s choice and our response to that choice. The Israelites
had forgotten that and they trusted not in God, but in their birthright
heritage as physical children of Abraham. Yet Paul has shown already in
Romans chapter four that it was Abraham’s belief, or faith that justified him
and made him righteous. Now Paul shows his love for his fellow Israelites
and even wishes that if he were cursed, they would find faith and believe.
He pleads with them to follow Christ, yet explains that this was God’s
desire so that the Gentiles who believe could be saved. May we hear the
call of God on our hearts and lives and respond in faith to follow Jesus
Christ as our Lord and Savior.
