Today’s Message:

“Their voice goes out through all the earth, and their words to the end of
the world.” Psalm 19:4

Paul again turns his attention on the Jews, who have heard about God in
multiple ways, and while they have studied the Scriptures, they failed to
see Jesus as His Divine Son. We, too, can miss this calling of God. God
spoke through creation and all heaven, shouts that there is a creator and
He wants to be worshiped. Jew and Gentile need to realize that God alone
is the sovereign creator. Because the Jews failed to see who Jesus was
and is, God has called those who were not seeking Him, the Gentiles. He
is ready to be found by those who did not seek Him, but to do so, they
must hear, and to hear someone must go, and to go someone must send
them. This is the great missionary call to go to the regions beyond and
reach a people who have not heard but who will respond when they hear
the name Jesus. May we realize that each of us is called to go; maybe to a
neighbor or co-worker. Called to send missionaries and preachers to those
who have never heard. Let us send All of Jesus to All the World!
