
Every week, the sanctuary fi lls with people 
gathered to worship. The Re-Creation Center 
hosts Pre-K, pickleball, youth group, and 
more. These two spaces are at the heart of 
what happens at Bethlehem.

This part of the Caring for God’s House 
appeal focuses on improving the lighting in 
both of them — converting the sanctuary to 
LED technology and upgrading the lighting 
throughout the Re-Creation Center.

Good lighting helps people participate. It helps musicians read music, worship 
leaders connect with the room, and guests feel welcome the moment they walk 
in. We rarely notice it when it’s working well. We defi nitely notice when it isn’t.

These upgrades will also improve energy e�  ciency — which means lower 
operating costs and more resources available for ministry.

Two of Bethlehem’s most-used spaces will be brighter, more welcoming, and 
better equipped to serve our congregation and community for years ahead.
