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Marine Mammal Data Sheet (MMDS) Instructions and Notes

In accordance with the Marine Mammal Protection Act of 1972, as amended (MMPA) (16 U.S.C. 1361 et seq.), the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) is required to establish and maintain an inventory of marine mammals under its jurisdiction (cetaceans and pinnipeds, except walrus) that are held in permanent captivity within the United States for public display, dating back to 1972.  Animals held for scientific research or/and enhancement are also reported as per requirements of the permits, and animals held for national defense purposes have been voluntarily submitted to the inventory by the Navy.

The MMPA requires marine mammal owners and facilities to report when animals enter (i.e., births, transfers/transports) and leave their collections (i.e., death, release, transfer/transport).  Births must be reported within 30 days, deaths should be reported within 30 days.  With respect to transfers (ownership changes) and transports (location changes), the MMPA requires that marine mammal owners and facilities give NMFS advance notice 15 days prior to the transfer/transport of any marine mammal.  Following the transfer/transport, the marine mammal owner/facility must verify that the transfer/transport occurred within 30 days after the event.
