HOLY COMMUNION

Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper as instituted by Jesus the night before
He died. In keeping with 1 Corinthians 11:26-29, we ask everyone seeking
communion to examine themselves by asking:

Am | sorry for my sins and desire forgiveness?
Do | believe that Jesus, by His death, offers me forgiveness?

Do | believe that | receive the true body and blood of Christ with the bread
and wine?

Do | desire, with the help of the Holy Spirit, to turn from my sinful ways?

All who trust in these words of Christ, “Given and shed for you for the
forgiveness of sins,” who share our confession of faith, and can answer
“Yes!” to the questions above, are invited to join us in this celebration!

If you choose not to commune with us, we invite you and any children who have
not yet received communion instruction to come forward to receive a blessing.
To communicate that you want a blessing instead of communion, simply cross
your arms when you come forward. For those who prefer, we offer grape juice
and gluten-free wafers. Grape juice is in the center of the communion trays, and
you can ask for a gluten-free wafer when you come forward.

Our worship assistants and ushers are available to bring communion to those
unable to come to the rail. To indicate that you need this service, please speak to
one of our team members with the blue-colored lanyards before communion, and
they will make sure to bring it to you.

7 Jesus said to the
servants, “Fill the jars with water”; so they filled them to the brim.  Then he
told them, “Now draw some out and take it to the master of the banquet.”
They did so, ° and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been
turned into wine. He did not realize where it had come from, though the
servants who had drawn the water knew. Then he called the bridegroom
aside 0 and said, “Everyone brings out the choice wine first and then the
cheaper wine after the guests have had too much to drink; but you have
saved the best till now.” ' What Jesus did here in Cana of Galilee was the
first of the signs through which he revealed his glory; and his disciples
believed in him. 2 After this he went down to Capernaum with his mother and
brothers and his disciples. There they stayed for a few days.
