As soon as Simon Peter heard him say, “It is the Lord,” he wrapped his
outer garment around him (for he had taken it off) and jumped into the water.
The other disciples followed in the boat, towing the net full of fish, for they were
not far from shore, about a hundred yards. * When they landed, they saw a fire of
burning coals there with fish on it, and some bread. '° Jesus said to them, “Bring
some of the fish you have just caught.” !' So Simon Peter climbed back into the
boat and dragged the net ashore. It was full of large fish, 153, but even with so
many the net was not torn. '? Jesus said to them, “Come and have breakfast.”
None of the disciples dared ask him, “Who are you?” They knew it was the Lord.
13 Jesus came, took the bread and gave it to them, and did the same with the fish.
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14 This was now the third time Jesus appeared to his disciples after he was raised
from the dead. Jesus Reinstates Peter !> When they had finished eating, Jesus said
to Simon Peter, “Simon son of John, do you love me more than these?” “Yes,
Lord,” he said, “you know that I love you.” Jesus said, “Feed my lambs.” !¢ Again
Jesus said, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” He answered, “Yes, Lord, you
know that I love you.” Jesus said, “Take care of my sheep.” !” The third time he
said to him, “Simon son of John, do you love me?” Peter was hurt because Jesus
asked him the third time, “Do you love me?” He said, “Lord, you know all things;
you know that I love you.” Jesus said, “Feed my sheep. '® Very truly I tell you,
when you were younger you dressed yourself and went where you wanted; but
when you are old you will stretch out your hands, and someone else will dress you
and lead you where you do not want to go.” '° Jesus said this to indicate the kind
of death by which Peter would glorify God. Then he said to him, “Follow me!”

SERMON NOTES

Main Idea: Peter’s denial wasn’t the end of his story. At the very place where Jesus first
called him to follow, Peter meets the risen Lord again — not with condemnation, but
with grace. In that moment, Jesus reaffirms His love, re-commissions Peter to serve, and
reminds him that the calling still stands. God’s redemption often takes us back to where
the story began — not to shame us, but to restore us — and the same voice that called us
at first is the one that calls us still, even after we’ve fallen. Growing up in faith means
letting Christ redeem our failures and lead us back to our first call, our baptismal grace,
where He clothed us in His righteousness and named us His own.
