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As we start the Advent Season, we are focusing on the Names of God as he has revealed them to us. We are at somewhat of a 
disadvantage in our English language bibles because we have God, Father or Lord – but those three words represent many Hebrew words 
that each revealed some aspect of God’s character and person to us. There are over 20 different names given to God throughout the OT. 
Each name illuminates another part of God’s character and nature - one word is simply not enough. 
 
Elohim 
 
Yahweh, YHWH, Jehovah 
 
 

Exodus 3:15, “Elohim also said to Moses, “Say to the Israelites, ‘Yahweh Elohim, the Elohim of your fathers—the 
Elohim of Abraham, of Isaac and of Jacob—has sent me to you.’ “This is my name forever the name you shall call me 
from generation to generation. 
 
“Another aspect of God’s self-revelation is that He isn’t necessarily who we want him to be. He 
is who he is, not who you or I want him to be or choose to define him as. So, if you’re going to 
know who God is, you’ll have to let him define himself simply because he is not “I am who you 
say I am. He is Jehovah, Yahweh, YHWH, the LORD – I am who I am.” Tony Evans, The Power of
