“In addition to Oklahoma City, Norman, El Reno, and Tulsa, we are happy to report a fifth 

distribution in Mustang this year.  We will provide free hamburgers, hot dogs and drinks to all that come to a 

distribution location where we will give away over 5,000 turkeys.  We are thrilled to have this opportunity to 

again serve Oklahomans.”

 November 25th  Mustang  Mustang Fire Department  465 West SH 152          

Registration at Oklahoma City, Norman and Mustang will begin at 11a.m. with turkey distribution from noon 

until 2:00 p.m.  Registration at El Reno begins at 9:30 a.m. and in Tulsa at 5:30 p.m.  One turkey will be given 

away per family until all turkeys are gone. There will also be free hamburgers, hot dogs, bottled water and 

sodas served at the events to everyone in attendance.   
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 “Once again, I want to thank the attorneys, chiropractors and others for donating money to help the less 

fortunate enjoy a great Thanksgiving” said Norman Attorney David Bernstein.  “I also want to thank the 

Regional Oklahoma Food Bank, the Oklahoma City and Norman Police Departments, the Norman Fire 

Department, the United States Air Force and Classic 50's Drive In, and all of the volunteers that help make this 

great event giving back to the community possible.”
