Lifetime Achievement Award

 Criteria

This award is one of the highest honors bestowed by VTLA, although it is not an award necessarily expected to be presented each year. It is intended to recognize a lawyer in practice in the Commonwealth of Virginia for more than 25 years who has exercised effective leadership within VTLA and who has demonstrated lifelong dedication to VTLA’s mission and principles. 
Other criteria to consider: 


· Recipient must be a member of VTLA or, if presented posthumously, the honoree was a member of VTLA during most of his/her career.
· His/her work demonstrates a compassion and commitment to advocacy on behalf of consumers as well as exemplifying the skills, ethics and integrity embodied in the VTLA’s mission. 

· His/her career has been devoted to the representation of those in our society least able to uphold their own rights, to the preservation of the right to trial by jury, to equal justice under law and to equal access to justice, and to the promotion of cooperation and camaraderie within the trial bar.  

· The individual has contributed to the advancement of the profession and served the public through teaching, community service, charitable giving or other pro bono work.
Award recipients have included Richard Railey, Sr., Bob Hall, Betty A. Thompson, Thomas E. Albro and Bruce D. Rasmussen.
