Course Description
This course is designed to bring students to the intermediate-mid level on the ACTFL (American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages) proficiency scale. This course uses a variety of language teaching approaches to help students toward mastery of the four basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Students sharpen language skills and increase intercultural competency in the classroom and while touring medieval cities, museums, and other culturally relevant sites, and while living with Spanish host families. 

Course Prerequisites
This course is designed for students who have completed SPAN 2040 or its equivalent, or who have taken the Department of Spanish placement exam and tested into the 2050 level.

Course Objectives 
Upon successful completion of this course, learners will be able to:

1. Compare and contrast rural and urban life.
2. Describe personal relations and the stages of life.
3. Talk about professions, the workforce, and finances.
4. Discuss current events, government, and civic responsibility.
5. Indicate what you and others have done.
6. Specify future plans and what could happen under certain circumstances.
7. Convey past recommendations, wants, doubts, and emotions.
8. Express contingency and purpose as well as hypothetical situations.

Final Conversation

The conversation will cover the communicative functions practiced in the course and will be based on one of 4 topics related to the themes of the chapters covered during the course. The topic is chosen randomly, and the conversation will last 3-4 minutes.
