COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course introduces students to research study designs, methods and data collection in public health. 
Public health research does no longer focus mainly on traditional epidemiological designs.  It uses a 
plethora of methodological tools from several other fields.  It covers a series of research methodologies 
currently used by researchers in public health.  Students will learn the steps for planning, preparing, and 
conducting research.  They will also learn specific research methodologies and theories for public health 
research such as outbreak investigation, and case-control studies, using secondary data, mixed methods, 
participatory approaches to research, etc.  Topics such as ethical issues in conducting research and clinical 
trials will also be covered.  This course is intended to provide a foundation from which students will use the 
knowledge gained for public health-related activities.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Readings and Assignments: Students are expected to do all assigned readings for each week and be prepared to share their views on the different issues raised in the readings.

1. Quizzes. (60 points total). There will be four quizzes total.  The quizzes are designed to test your knowledge and help you study for the exams.  You will determine whatever score you want because you will have multiple attempts until you earn a perfect score, if that is what you want.  Please note, there will be no make-up for a missed quiz.
