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AI (Artificial Intelligence) with AI (Academic Integrity) Policy

I expect you to use AI (GitHub Copilot, Cody, Ghostwriter, ChatGPT, etc.), in this class. Learning to use
AI is an emerging skill, and I am happy to help you navigate these tools. However, there is a distinct
difference between using AI to help you work and using AI to fake your work.

Permitted Use:

You may use AI to explain complex topics, debug code, or generate code snippets, provided you
understand them.
Requirement: You must include a paragraph at the end of any assignment that uses AI, explaining
what you used it for and the prompts you used.

Strictly Prohibited Use (Fabrication of Evidence):

You may NOT use AI to generate screenshots, terminal outputs, images, or logs.
Submitting an AI-generated image (e.g., a fake screenshot of a terminal) to represent work you did
not actually perform is Fabrication. It is lying about having completed the assignment.

Consequences:

Zero Tolerance: If you submit AI-generated screenshots or fabricated evidence of completion, you
will receive an automatic 0 on the assignment.
Academic Dishonesty Report: Unlike simple coding errors, fabrication is an ethical violation. All
instances of AI-fabricated evidence will be formally reported to the Office of Academic
Integrity without warning.

 

Screenshot Submission Policy

Some assignments will have you submit screenshots to show you completed the work.

There are four components to a good screenshot:

1. Do not take a photo with your phone. 
Take a native screenshot with your operating system  (https://www.take-a-screenshot.org/)
. You will get a 0 for this assignment if you submit a photo taken with your phone.

2. Generative AI is not appropriate for screenshots. You must submit an actual capture of your own
work; using AI tools to generate images of terminal outputs, code results, or dashboards is
prohibited. Fabricating screenshots with AI is considered academic dishonesty and will result in an
automatic 0 for the assignment and a formal report to the Office of Academic Integrity.
