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In baroque trumpet lessons, students will develop the technical and stylistic skills required to perform repertoire from the 17th and 18th centuries with historical authenticity. Instruction focuses on natural trumpet technique, articulation styles, ornamentation, and an understanding of period performance practice. Through études, solo works, and period repertoire, students will learn to produce a characteristic tone, and perform with historically informed performance practices. 
Course Description: 
Students will learn the fundamentals of playing the baroque trumpet including fingerings, tone production, articulation, tuning, phrasing, and explore the historical context of the instrument within 17th and 18th century society.
