COURSE DESCRIPTION AND OBJECTIVES 
Germ 1020 (Beginning German II) is taught in-person. The main focus of this course is to continue building a strong foundation in the language by emphasizing vocabulary and pronunciation, speaking, grammar, listening comprehension, reading, and writing. 
WHAT CAN YOU EXPECT FROM THIS COURSE? 
You can expect to continue building your German language skills and learn about German culture. The course is designed to help you to continuing to build a good foundation of German through visual and audio learning, reading and writing assignments, interactive peer-work, dialogues, games, and drill exercises.

REQUIREMENTS FOR THIS COURSE: 
1.	(READING) MATERIAL AND HOMEWORK will be assigned daily by the instructor from the online textbook (www.dddgerman.org). Students will hand in the homework in writing when they walk into the classroom. No online submission of homework is accepted. Also, note that no late homework will be accepted. Two homework assignments will be dropped at the end of the semester, so you can miss two without it affecting your grade.

2.	GESPRÄCHZETTEL Twice this semester, you will visit the tutor or one of the TAs to have a 10-minute casual conversation about a topic of your choice. This is pass or fail and provides an additional opportunity for you to speak outside of the classroom. 

3.	QUIZZES will cover vocabulary and will be taken in class. There are two quizzes for most chapters (Kapitel/Inhalt). One quiz will cover vocabulary in Thema 1 und 2 and the next will cover vocabulary from Thema 3 and 4. It is therefore imperative that you keep up with your studies on a consistent basis.  Each Wortschatz (vocabulary) list offers Quizlet practices on the bottom of the page. Quizzes are indicated in the tentative schedule below and will be announced in class. Note: There will be NO make-up quizzes. The lowest scored quiz will be dropped at the end of the semester.  

4.	CHAPTER TESTS will cover vocabulary and grammar. They will be taken in class. There will be two tests: one over chapters (Inhalte) 6 and 7 and one over chapters (Inhalte) 8 and 9. There will be NO make-up tests unless cleared with the instructor beforehand. 

5. 	ORAL EXAMS There will be a midterm and a final oral exam (see tentative schedule below). Detailed guidelines on the oral exams will be provided by the instructor and posted on Canvas.

6.	THE FINAL EXAM is comprehensive (with an emphasis on chapter 10). Taking the final exam is mandatory to receive a passing grade. 


7.	ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION Since this course is taught in-person, you will need to attend all your classes. There’s no Zoom option. Attendance in person is mandatory. Regular attendance is required. Repeated unexcused absences and tardiness will affect your grade significantly. Three tardies is the equivalent of one absence. Leaving class before the end of the period will be considered an absence. You are allowed a maximum of two unexcused absences without penalty (assessed at the end of the semester). After twelve absences, you will receive a failing grade for the class. Excused absences are only: A.) illness with doctor's documentation, B.) official university sponsored activities, and C.) the observance of certain religious holidays. 
Consistent participation in class is also part of this grade.

Cheating and plagiarism are serious matters. The usual penalties for these offenses include failure for the assignment, failure in the course, and a written report to the Dean of Students.

In this course, I want you to engage deeply with the materials and develop your German language skills. For this reason, the use of Generative AI (GenAI) tools like Claude, ChatGPT, Gemini, Co-Pilot, etc. is not permitted. While these tools can be helpful in some contexts, they do not align with our goal of fostering the development of your German language skills. Using GenAI to complete any part of an assignment, homework, exam, or coursework will be considered a violation of academic integrity, as it prevents the development of your own skills, and will be addressed according to the Student Academic Integrity policy (https://policy.unt.edu/policy/06-003).

RELIGIOUS HOLIDAYS: In accordance with Section 51.911 of the Texas Education Code, UNT will allow a student who is absent from class for observance of a religious holy day to take an examination or complete an assignment scheduled for that day within a reasonable time. Students are required to file a written request with each professor within the first 15 days of the semester to qualify for an excused absence.
