Required Textbook:
No required textbook; all required readings will be posted on Canvas.

Course Description:
Exploration of current research and theory as it applies to all family systems in social contexts; includes analyzing literature regarding issues that impact families. Prerequisite(s): Junior or Senior standing.

Course Objective
After completion of this course, students will be able to:
· Recognize and apply concepts from family theories to family functioning and well-being.
· Identify inherent complexities related to studying families which are embedded dynamic social contexts.
· Explain and discuss how aspects of families mediate relations between society and individuals.
· Explain how social changes influence the construction and content of family systems.
· Compare and contrast the different family interactional patterns and forms for addressing diverse needs of families in diverse populations.
· Evaluate peer-reviewed, empirically based, information about families.

Course Requirements:
1. Students are expected to attend class as scheduled. If you think you will need to miss a lot of classes or you are just not interested in attending class, it is suggested that you drop this class as soon as possible (Last day to drop and receive a W is April  10, 2026). If you think you may need to come late or leave early, it is also suggested that you drop this class. Class time runs for an hour and twenty minutes and the expectation is that you will attend class in its entirety during that time.

2. Students are expected to keep up with the readings and participate in class. Research has shown that students who attend class are more likely to be successful. You should attend every class unless you have a university excused absence such as active military service, a religious holy day, or an official university function as stated in the Student Attendance and Authorized Absences Policy (PDF) (https://policy.unt.edu/sites/default/files/06.039_StudAttnandAuthAbsence.Pub2_.19.pdf). If you cannot attend a class due to an emergency, please let me know. Your safety and well-being are important to me. Since there is no required textbook for the class, it is imperative that you are keeping up with the required, provided readings available to you on Canvas. Over some weeks or topics, there are up to four readings posted on Canvas. For each week/topic, you will be asked to read a minimum of TWO required readings; this means that you get to pick the two that are most relevant to your interests. Detailed information for each week/topic will be posted on Canvas. Also, if you do not regularly
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check Canvas, you will miss important information such as handouts, announcements, and other relevant course materials.

3. In-Class Analysis (ICA): During the semester, 10 reflective analyses will be completed after class (due same day by 11:59PM) OR sometimes during our class session. The goal of these assignments is to apply course reading to different family topics and discussions. These assignments will not be announced in advance, and you must be in class on the day the ICA is assigned to earn full credit. If you miss class on the day of an ICA, there are no make-up opportunities available if the ICA is not completed in class; however, if the ICA is due outside of class time and you missed class, you can still complete, with in the allotted time, for a 25% point deduction. Your grade will be based on your integration of required reading to the discussion topic, and your active participation in the activity. Appropriate participation consists of engaging in class discussions and activities, exhibiting a positive attitude, including attentive, civil, and respectful behavior at all times. Students who are not participating (i.e., sleeping, texting, working on unrelated course work, talking to their peers, reading outside materials) will not receive points for the ICA. If you come in late or leave early (right after completing an attendance), you will not receive points for the day. In-class assignments will each be worth 15pts (Total 150pts).

4. Online Journaling for TV Family Analysis: Students will be expected to select a current TV show. Student will then watch, review, and analyze and respond through online journaling. The selected TV show must have episodes that are a minimum of 30 minutes in length and must be fictional (NO reality tv shows); shows can be accessed through a variety of formats (i.e., Netflix, Hulu, nightly programming). The TV show you select must focus on a family or specific family form, type, issue, or challenge (i.e., Modern Family focuses on a “modern” family).

Students will keep an online journal through the provided Canvas discussion board to reflect on given prompts and questions related to your TV family. Each post will include specific responses to provided prompts; more information for each journal prompt will be provided on Canvas. You will be expected to post five times throughout the semester and initial entries are due no later than the given Thursday evening deadline (by 11:59 pm; specific dates listed in the syllabus schedule). You will also be required to provide a minimum of one response post to a classmate for each journal entry and response posts are due no later than the similar given Saturday evening by 11:59 pm deadline. Late posts will not be accepted for grading. Online journaling for the TV family analysis will be worth 100pts.

5. Discussion Lead: You will each individually be expected to lead and engage your peers in a 25min. class discussion based on the reading for a selected week. You can choose any strategy to lead and engage the class e.g. a picture, questions, applied example, games, quizzes etc. This assignment will be worth 100pts.

6. Group Theory Cheat Sheet: In small groups, students will be asked to create a 2-page theory “cheat sheet” in class. These cheat sheets will be posted on Canvas to utilize as a resource throughout the class. The Theory Cheat Sheet is worth 35pts; no late papers will be accepted.

7. Family Merit Reflection: You will be asked to reflect on the meaning/value of families, the importance of families, and the impact of family members on one another. More information and a grading rubric will be posted on Canvas. The Family Merit Reflection is worth 50pts and no late papers will be accepted.

8. RefWorks Project: Each student will be responsible for creating five RefWorks journal entries. This is a three-part assignment with due dates throughout the semester. Each student will register for RefWorks at the beginning of the semester and will select five peer-reviewed articles from the course reading to include throughout the semester. The RefWorks project is worth 75pts.

Success in this course on all the aforementioned requirements is your choice! If you choose to be successful, I will be happy to help you. If you do not choose to be successful, I will honor your choice. Every student has the potential to succeed in this class.

Artificial Intelligence:
Understanding how artificial intelligence (e.g., Grammarly, ChatGPT) works is important for your educational journey and future occupational success. However, the assignments in this class are meant to challenge you, to inspire critical and creative thinking, and to produce original work. As a result, you need to use AI responsibly. I have provided guidelines/tips below for how to do that; failure to follow these will
result in the filing of a report of academic misconduct to the Dean of Students’ Office.

While students are encouraged to utilize AI tools for studying, homework, and researching, any work submitted must reflect the student's own understanding and knowledge. Students should not represent AI- generated content as their own original work. All submitted work should be a result of the student’s own intellectual efforts. Do not submit AI-created essays or reflections. Warning: Generative Al programs often produce text that is plagiarized and/or interpreted incorrectly. When reading AI generated content, make sure that you still consider that information through a critical lens.

· Brainstorming ideas for topics, presentation title names, or approaches to an assignment
· Generating examples or scenarios to help understand complex concepts
· Clarifying instructions or terminology by asking for simplified explanations
· Creating outlines or study guides to organize your own thoughts before writing
· Checking grammar, spelling, and clarity in drafts you have written yourself
· Summarizing readings or lectures to support review and studying (but not as a substitute for completing the work)
· Practicing problem-solving by walking through family case examples
· Asking for feedback on structure or logic while ensuring all ideas and conclusions remain your own
· Learning how to cite sources properly and improve academic writing skills

Technology Use (in the classroom):
Using electronic recording or any other communications devices (such as MP3 players, cell phones, pagers, recording devices, etc.) in the classroom to record lectures or take notes via artificial intelligence software without the explicit permission of the instructor is strictly prohibited. If you are caught doing so, you will be asked to leave the classroom and will not be granted points for any assignments or exams that are associated with that day. Exceptions will be made for students that have a note from the Office of Disability Access and consult with the instructor ahead of time. If this policy is violated by more than one student, the use of computers and phones will be prohibited in the classroom altogether.

Syllabus Addendum

The following are important tips/guidelines/requirements that will ensure your success in this class:

1. DO read the syllabus and the assignment guidelines carefully. I do my best to lay everything out for you all in those documents. If you read and follow them carefully, you will successfully complete all the major requirements for the course.

2. If you ever have any questions about anything in the assignment guidelines or other course documents, ASK! I want to help you do well in this class and providing clarification to you all is one way for me to do that.

3. DO check your UNT email. I will send class emails to your UNT account so you either need to access that email account regularly or forward your email to another account that you use. You will miss extremely important information if you do not check the emails I send.

4. At the end of the semester, do NOT ask me to change your grade. That would be unethical and unfair to every student that has earned his/her given grade.

5. Deadlines are deadlines for a reason. I will NOT accept late papers and your paper will be considered late the first minute after class is scheduled to end. For example, if class ends at 12:00 pm, that means that if you try to give me your paper at 12:15 pm, I will NOT accept it. I must have your paper in my hands by the end of class when the specific assignment is due.

6. Do NOT email me your paper. There is a canvas submission portal where you will upload your work. If there is an extenuating circumstance, I will consider accepting an electronic copy of your paper via email. However, whether or not I accept your paper that way is completely up to my discretion and do not simply assume that I will accept it. You need to explain the situation and ask me first.

7. I will provide feedback on why you received that specific grade. Make sure to look at that feedback before asking me what you did wrong. If I deducted points, I will tell you where and why on the rubric. Use that feedback to make improvements on future papers so that you do not get points counted off again for a similar mistake.
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
