COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course satisfies the Creative Arts requirement of the Core Curriculum. This course
considers the concepts, facts, and works relevant to the practice of theatre and drama after 1700
around the world, with particular focus on Europe and America. Students will critically analyze a
range of artistic work, consider diverse cultures and points of view, develop an ability to
communicate about theatrical art from a variety of eras, and consider the social and cultural
implications of theatrical practices and works.

You must determine if this online course is right for you. Since there is no allotted time for
us to meet face to face, the due dates keep us on track. To aid in your success in this course
click through and read each link in the “Start Here” Module. You must understand the
“Technology Requirements” to participate.

REQUIRED COURSE TEXTS and MATERIALS
At This time, there are no texts required for purchase for this course.

Each content module has a resource reading list of material available from the text of Oscar G.
Brockett & Franklin J. Hildy. History of the Theatre, 10" Edition. The UNT Library has several
copies of this text available. Reading these suggested chapters would be helpful but are not
required.

Over the course of the semester: students are responsible for viewing several plays. The list will
vary due to availability of online sources. The major plays are Henrik Ibsen’s A Doll’s House,




Bertolt Brecht’s Mother Courage and Her Children, August Wilson’s Fences, and Stephen
Sondheim and George Furth’s Company. Many other plays will be discussed and excerpts from
those plays will be linked to the course module content.

REQUIRED ATTENDANCE TO THE FOLLOWING PERFORMANCE EVENT:
Students are required to attend one (1) live theatrical event. Please note: If you do not live close
enough to UNT to attend the event, a substitution event will be accepted. The substitution event
must be approved by professor and must occur before the Theatre Review deadline. Each student
enrolled in this course, receives one free ticket to the required production.

1. Discussion Board Assignments (DBA): For each module, you are required to complete
a WRITTEN RESPONSE via a DISCUSSION BOARD ASSIGNMENT (DBA)
analyzing various aspects of the content and relating it to personal experience and the
course. This mirrors the discussion that would take place in a face-to-face course.

2. Essay Written Response: Students are required to complete two (2) Theatre Review
Papers analyzing various aspects of the plays seen: 4 Doll’s House in video format and



the Required Performance Event (Summer & Smoke) in relation to the course content.
Guidelines will be provided to help focus your response and will be available in the
Graded Assignments/Rubrics area in the Start Here Module of Canvas.

3. Extra Credit:
You may attend one additional live performance events (with prior approval from the
professor) for up to 15 extra credit points for the course. Use the EXTRA CREDIT
GUIDELINES found in the START HERE Module in Canvas to write your response
paper. Keep all tickets and programs for submission proof.

QUIZZES & TESTS

A quiz will be given at the end of each module and will cover the material in the presentation
and/or the play covered. Quizzes have two (2) attempts and are timed. There are no make-ups for
quizzes.

There are two major tests: a Midterm and a Final Exam. These exams are timed and will only
have ONE (1) attempt.

Students entering the Theatre program under the newest version Student Catalog are required
to earn a grade of “B” or better for department credit. If the student does not receive a “B” in this
class, they will be required to retake the course the next semester it is offered.
