MUED 2310

Musicianship for Teaching 1



each long semester

This course is designed to be as contextual as possible. Students explore what it means to be a teacher by leading rhythm and tonal activities, and by observing practicing teachers at multiple levels and settings in area public schools. Critical thinking and self-reflection are crucial components of this course. Students engage in multiple reflective activities designed to assist them in making the transition from member of the ensemble to leader of the ensemble. Positive measurable outcomes are in the form of student evaluations at the highly effective level. 

MUED 3100

Musicianship for Teaching 2



each long semester

A unique feature of this methods class is the amount of actual teaching and planning in which students engage. The students work with 4 & 5 year-olds from the Child Development Center on campus to have the opportunity of actually teaching young children. The undergraduates consistently identify this as the most valuable aspect of this course. While this is a course in elementary methods, I relate teaching concepts to other levels as well. Positive measurable outcomes are in the form of student evaluations at the highly effective level.

MUED 5510

Philosophical Perspectives for Music Education    
 each fall

The focus of this course is three-fold: first, to explore philosophical writing about music teaching and learning beginning with ancient Greece through contemporary works. The second is to explore the basic elements of logic and reason and apply these concepts to writing. The third is a component of developing self-awareness in order to develop a personal philosophy statement. Emphasis is on the development of critical and reflective thinking skills. As the class is made up of not only music education graduate students, but also others taking music education as a related field, each semester the course is revised based on the enrollment. Recently I began incorporating a particular style of photography as a component of the course as a tool to enable students to see the world differently. This has been highly successful. I have also developed this course to be blended so that it is partially on-line. Positive measurable outcomes are in the form of student evaluations at the highly effective level. 
MUED 5900-701
Music Teaching and Learning in Urban and Rural Areas    alternating summer sessions

In summer, 2016, we implemented a summers-only masters program in music education. Because our intent is to make this program as praxis based as possible, and based on my experiences in these settings, I designed a course and taught it for the first time. It was extremely well received by the 17 students in attendance. Participants in this community of music educators explored the interwoven spaces and intersections of music teaching and learning, theoretical concepts, socio-cultural factors, issues of social justice, dimensions of “difference,” community engagement, intercultural competence, distribution of opportunity, and historical/political/economic forces that influence schooling in urban and rural settings. 

Key components of this course include critical thinking, reflection, open and mindful discussion, and synthesis to move from theoretical and philosophical thinking to praxis.

MUEN 2626

Mariachi Águilas




each long semester

I am professor of record for this ensemble, which I founded 13 years ago. I attend rehearsals, schedule performances, and work toward developing educational content. Mariachi Águilas represents the University in a variety of ways. We perform for many University functions, such as Sunday Funday, Hispanic celebrations, and for conferences given at UNT, such as the Latino Conference sponsored by the Division of Equity and Diversity. We perform for community organizations, such as LULAC’s (League of United Latin America Citizens) Fiesta on the Square, the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, and Denton Christian Preschool. We work closely with area high school mariachis and include those groups in our concerts on campus. I am working closely with our director in applying his knowledge and developing the program. In addition, in summer of 2016 we hosted our ninth mariachi camp for primarily at-risk middle and high school students. As of fall, 2016, we have had over 50 incoming freshmen, almost all first generation, come to UNT as a result of their camp attendance. Their stories are powerful. I have developed a mentoring program for the group to ensure student success at all levels. 
MUGC 4890  

Orff in Context, Kodaly in Context


  each fall since 2006
This innovative course that includes a study abroad component is co-taught by Dr. Warren Henry and myself. It combines the principles of the Professional Development School Model
and the theory of Intercultural Competence with the methodologies of Carl Orff and Zoltan Kodaly. It is cross-disciplinary, focusing on perspectives in history, socio-political climate, cultural components of language, music and art, and their impact on the work of these music pedagogues. Students and instructors spent 10 days in either Austria or Hungary, studying at the Orff Institute or Kodaly Institute, observing in schools and attending concerts. My role in the course is to create opportunities for students to increase their self-awareness as the initial step in moving toward some level of intercultural competence. Over the eleven years of teaching this course, I have developed a process for moving toward cultural competence. All activities are placed within not only the specific context of travel abroad, but also in the greater context of being music teachers who will work with diverse students.

MUGC 4890/5890 – 001 – Cultural Competence in Music 


    Summer, 2012




This was a new course based on my expertise in cultural competence. It was
offered to undergraduate and graduate students in the College of Music. The first summer, eight graduate and four undergraduate students participated. I placed emphasis on observation skills, self-awareness, and Bennett’s model of cultural competence. Innovative strategies, such as photography and poetry, were implemented to assist students in developing these skills. The mariachi summer camp was used as a lab setting for this course. This course is only offered during the summer.
MUED 6590 and 6910  Priddy Internship




                   Summer, 2008 - 2012
This internship was a component for music students who received Priddy Arts Management Fellowships. They each chose an internship to work in throughout the summer. I supervised these internships, created assignments that were contextual and meaningful, and facilitated group discussion. This course was entirely web-based since the internships were located throughout the world.

DIRECTOR OF SERVICE LEARNING AND COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT___________________
In 2011, I was appointed to the President’s Council for Community Engagement. This was the first time a council such as this existed at UNT. Community Engagement has become a priority for our institution and was included as the Fourth Bold Goal in our strategic plan. As a member of this council, I collaborated with other members to create a strategic plan and to form an advisory committee made of members of multiple communities across the North Texas region. I introduced the council to Jack Ricchiuto, a community designer (http://jackricchiuto.com) who guided us in his Agile Planning process and worked with us on numerous occasions. I also formulated a philosophical framework based on cultural competence to serve as a guide for our Division, in addition to creating operational definitions for the terms associated with engagement. I provided a perspective for considering community engagement as a continuum with volunteerism at one end and authentic engagement at the other. This perspective was formulated as a result of the National Summit on Community Engagement I hosted as the Chair of Community Engagement for the College Music Society. As a faculty member, an expert in community engagement, and in cultural competence, I have been able to bring a unique and valuable perspective to our institution that has provided us with a vision for how we perceive and participate in community engagement. 
In the spring of 2013, I was invited to become the third member of the newly formed Division of Community Engagement for the University. My primary roles were the following: 1) to determine the possibility for an application for the Carnegie Community Engagement status; 2) to assist in the SACS accreditation writing process for community engagement; and 3) to develop and implement a formalized process for defining, designing, and assessing service learning components on campus. During the summer of 2013, I worked in this capacity full-time. During fall, 2013 and spring, 2014, I worked half time in music education and half time in the Division for Community Engagement. After a change in UNT administration, this division was subsumed within another and the position dissolved.
FOUNDER OF MARIACHI ÁGUILAS_______________________________________________
From the beginning, this ensemble was intended to be an interface between the University and the greater community. Not only is it a music ensemble for credit and held to high performance standards as part of a reputable College of Music, but it also serves many cultural functions as well. Mexican-American students find a home and a connection to their cultural roots. Other students learn how mariachi functions in Mexican-American society. The ensemble is indicative of the value the University places on cultural diversity. This ensemble is highly visible on and off campus and has traveled to music festivals out of state. The members interact with mariachi students in middle and high schools and serve as mentors to them. Our summer camp has been highly successful at multiple levels. 
Since the first camp, a wonderful cycle has emerged. Middle and high school students, predominantly categorized as “at-risk,” attend camp and see others like them that are being successful university students. Some of these campers choose to attend UNT, become members of Mariachi Águilas, and are able to serve as counselors for the next camp. Some major in music education and are then able to build mariachi programs in the North Texas region, where they are sorely needed. Those teachers then send their students to camp and the cycle continues. Maintaining this ensemble and the summer camp fall outside my assigned duties and I happily volunteer to see these continue. This year, the process has come full circle, as the current director, an undergraduate senior in music education, was introduced to mariachi and orchestra by a UNT masters in music education alumnus. She was one of the founding members of Águilas, so he now directs the ensemble in which she was an original member. 
PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITIES_____________________________________________________
College Music Society – Program Chair for the 2017 National Conference in San Antonio, TX. This required meeting with the program committee and planning with the Conference Chair for approximately two years. I was responsible for guiding the program committee through selection of presentations and performances for the conference. We implemented innovative ways for attendees to network, provided new ways to converse with presenters, and brought in internationally known keynote speakers. Serving as Program Chair afforded UNT with great visibility among music faculty nationally and internationally. 

College Music Society – Chair of the Committee on Community Engagement. 
Planned and directed a National Summit on Community Engagement at Georgia State University in 2010. This was the second national summit hosted by the College Music Society. Guests included Jack Ricchiuto (community designer), David Stull (Dean, Oberlin School of Music), Karen Stults (Director, Community Engagement, Maryland Institute of Creative Arts), Betty Anne Younker (University of Western Ontario), Katie Carlisle (Georgia State University), and David Myers (University of Minnesota). As a result, a new model for planning and implementing community engagement activities was created for use by College Music Society Members. Each year I also organized community engagement experiences for members of the Society during our national conferences in three major cities. Planned and implemented a Biennial Symposium on Research in Music Teaching and Learning. Begun in 2006. Designed for graduate students from across the country to present their research.
