Required Texts

No texts are required. Reading assignments will be given throughout the semester.
Course Description

This course will provide an introductory overview of the teaching and decision-making skills needed by music teachers. Through readings, discussions, observations, and assignments, students will become more aware of their developing identities as future music educators and their place within the school culture. Students will also work to develop their musicianship skills in the context of their role as a future music educator.
Course Objectives

( To begin to develop independent, critical thinking skills


( To assist you in making the decision if teaching music is right for you

Course Activities


Class Participation – Attendance is required, and class participation is necessary. We will be learning from each other via group discussions and teaching segments, therefore regular attendance and participation is mandatory.

Written Assignments – There will be several short (1-5 pages) writing assignments throughout the semester.  Some assignments will be responses to specific readings, others will be “open.” Assignments will be turned in to Blackboard, and will be evaluated on content, insight, meaningful detail, and proper use of grammar, punctuation, and spelling. I will NOT ACCEPT hand written work and I will NOT ACCEPT late assignments. Assignments not received on time will be given a zero. Back up all your work on disk. 


Observations – We will be visiting at least one school district over the semester. These observations in the field are required by the State of Texas and provide opportunities to observe music instructors at different levels and in different settings. Observation dates have not been scheduled yet, but will be in lieu of regular class meeting time. Because you may miss other classes in order to visit these schools, the University will excuse those absences. However, it is up to individual faculty and instructors if they will honor the University excused absence. These observations are mandatory.

Teaching Vignettes – Throughout the semester we will be using group discussion and the writing process to develop written teaching vignettes based on significant education experiences you have had. 


Teaching Segments – Because MUED 2310 is more than likely your first music education course, you will be given the opportunity to participate in brief teaching segments. These might include leading choral warm-ups, teaching rhythm and/or tonal patterns, and leading sight-singing. The segments will typically last 2-3 minutes.
Discussion and reflection - We will be using in-class and on-line discussion and assignment tools to supplement our class.  These are both vital parts of this course and participation is required.


Developing Musicianship – You will need to have excellent musicianship skills as a music educator. During this course we will work on tonal pattern singing. You will be tested on these patterns, which will count 10% of your grade. 
You will also take sight singing and error detection tests. You will be required to PASS these tests in order to receive a grade in this course. If you do not pass these tests, you will receive an Incomplete in these courses. These tests, as well as tests in fingering, transposition, and piano in later classes, are a portion of the Music Education Student Review. 

STUDENTS CURRENTLY ENROLLED IN MUED 2310 are required to take Student Review tests. Students have a total of three attempts for each test. 

The FIRST attempt must be done by:

Friday, October 5

The SECOND attempt must be done by:

Friday, November 2

The THIRD (and last) attempt must be done by:

Thursday, December 6

 If you fail to complete your attempts by the assigned dates, you will lose that particular attempt. For example, if you wait until December 6th to take your first test and do not pass it, you would receive an Incomplete because you would have lost your previous two attempts. IMPORTANT: You can come in to take your Error Detection test any time that MU 307 is open. However, when you want to take your Sight-Singing and/or Tonal Pattern tests, YOU MUST SIGN UP FOR A TIME on the sign-up sheets that are posted on the wall outside MU 307.
If a student has an INCOMPLETE, he/she has 1 full year (two long semesters) to take care of that incomplete (finish any requirements). After a year, that "I" will turn into an F. Then, he/she will have to retake that particular class.

• Before you take your Professional Development Courses, you must be admitted to the College 
of Education. This requires an overall G.P.A. of 2.75.

• In order to student teach, you must have an overall G.P.A. of 2.75 in the University of North 
Texas

• In order to student teach, you must have an overall G.P.A. of 2.75 in all coursework including 
UNT work and transfer work

• In order to student teach, you must have an overall G.P.A. of 2.75 in your professional 
development courses: MUED 4103 or MUED 4109, MUED 3200, DFST 3123, EDSE 3800

• You must have a minimum grade of C in all EDXX courses

• You must have a minimum grade of C in all Music courses

• All proficiencies must be passed before you student teach

• No coursework should be taken during student teaching

• If you are a full-time student, you are expected to be in a lab every fall and spring semester

• If you fail the same music education course two times, your degree status will be changed to 
music undecided until you are counseled into another degree option.
*In order to take a 4000 level MUED class, you are required to have already completed the following:

• the Upper Division Exam

• the Music Theory Proficiency

• the Computer Proficiency

• the Piano Proficiency

• applied and been admitted to the

College of Education’s Teacher Certification program
