Course Description


This course provides an introduction to the teaching and decision making skills necessary to be an effective elementary general music teacher. Through peer teaching, assignments, and working with young children, prospective elementary general music teachers will develop an understanding of the musical development of elementary children and how to plan for class instruction using methods and materials that are appropriate for children. At the same time, connections will be made to teaching and learning at ALL levels.
Students are strongly encouraged to join the North Texas Student Music Educators (NTSME)

Course Objectives

1) To develop an understanding of and be able to successfully engage students in playing of instruments, listening, chanting, singing, moving, improvising and pattern instruction.

2) To become aware of individual differences among children to the preparation of elementary general music lesson and teaching and learning in general.
3) To familiarize students with a variety of general music methods and materials appropriate for the elementary music classroom.
4) To develop an understanding of how general music contributes to a school music program.

5)   To introduce and develop the concept of learning music compared to           

       learning language
6)   To explore the concepts of critical and creative thinking and how to apply 

       those not only in music education, but throughout our lives

7)   To compile a notebook of materials to reference when teaching

Course Activities

Class participation – Attendance is required, and class participation is necessary. Attendance will be taken in each class. This class is very interactive and we will be learning from one another. Missing class means missed learning and teaching opportunities that cannot be made up. Regular attendance and participation is mandatory.

Assignments – You will be asked to complete assignments that are relevant to our topics of discussion in class. These may include developing a listening lesson, developing activities for special learners, designing ratings scales, developing movement activities. I will not accept late assignments. They will receive a grade of Zero. 

Developing Musicianship – You will need to have excellent musicianship skills as a music educator. During this course we will work on tonal pattern singing. You will be tested on these patterns, which will count 10% of your grade. 
You will also take sight singing and error detection tests. You will be required to PASS these tests in order to receive a grade in this course. If you do not pass these tests, you will receive an Incomplete in these courses. These tests, as well as tests in fingering, transposition, and piano in later classes, are a portion of the Music Education Student Review. 

STUDENTS CURRENTLY ENROLLED IN MUED 3100 are required to take Student Review tests. Students have a total of three attempts for each test. 

The FIRST attempt must be done by:

Friday, October 5

The SECOND attempt must be done by:

Friday, November 2

The THIRD (and last) attempt must be done by:
Thursday, December 6

 If you fail to complete your attempts by the assigned dates, you will lose that particular attempt. For example, if you wait until December 6th to take your first test and do not pass it, you would receive an Incomplete because you would have lost your previous two attempts. IMPORTANT: You can come in to take your Error Detection test any time that MU 307 is open. However, when you want to take your Sight-Singing and/or Tonal Pattern tests, YOU MUST SIGN UP FOR A TIME on the sign-up sheets that are posted on the wall outside MU 307.
If a student has an INCOMPLETE, he/she has 1 full year (two long semesters) to take care of that incomplete (finish any requirements). After a year, that "I" will turn into an F. Then, he/she will have to retake that particular class. 

Peer teaching – You will be peer teaching in class on a regular basis. Peer teaching involves your leading classmates in an activity. Examples of peer teaching include teaching a rote song, teaching learning sequence activities, and teaching an instrumental lesson. These teaching activities may be videotaped and will always be graded. If you are absent on a day you are assigned to peer teach, you will receive a zero.

Practice teaching – We will have the opportunity to actually work with young children during our class times. Specific dates have not been arranged yet. If you are absent on days we work with young students, you will receive a zero.

Observations – We may have the opportunity to observe young children in a music learning environment. These observations have not yet been scheduled.

• In order to student teach, you must have an overall G.P.A. of 2.75 in all coursework including 
UNT work and transfer work

• In order to student teach, you must have an overall G.P.A. of 2.75 in your professional 
development courses: MUED 4103 or MUED 4109, MUED 3200, DFST 3123, EDSE 3800

• You must have a minimum grade of C in all EDXX courses

• You must have a minimum grade of C in all Music courses

• All proficiencies must be passed before you student teach

• No coursework should be taken during student teaching

• If you are a full-time student, you are expected to be in a lab every fall and spring semester

• If you fail the same music education course two times, your degree status will be changed to 
music undecided until you are counseled into another degree option.
*In order to take a 4000 level MUED class, you are required to have already completed the following:

• the Upper Division Exam

• the Music Theory Proficiency

• the Computer Proficiency

• the Piano Proficiency

• applied and been admitted to the
