Course Description
Calculus II topics are differentiation and integration of exponential, logarithmic and transcendental functions; intermediate integration techniques; indeterminate forms; improper integrals; infinite series; power series; Taylor’s theorem; parametric coordinates; and vector algebra. These techniques are useful to students in STEM majors.
Text/Materials
Cengage WebAssign: WebAssign is an online course delivery platform accessed directly through Canvas. WebAssign access includes all online homework assignments, the e-text of Calculus 9th Edition, by James Stewart, and additional learning resources. Use the link in Canvas to register immediately, as assignments will be due starting the second week of classes.

The textbook is Stewart, James, Calculus, 9th Edition. It is available online through WebAssign.
WebAssign grants a no-cost temporary 14-day access, starting the first day of the course. You must purchase your access before the temporary access expires. If you do not make the purchase before the trial period ends, you may lose credit for all work previously completed. No allowances can be made for inability to purchase access.

Graphing calculators, such as the TI-83, may be used on assignments and tests. I will teach visual methods that may be used to double-check answers using such calculators.

Homework
Each week there will be WebAssign homework for the sections covered. The homework will open the weekend before the section is covered, and will close at midnight Wednesday the week after. You will receive a 5% bonus for homework completed at least 48 hours before the deadline. There will be no Canvas reminders about WebAssign deadlines. Your lowest four homework scores will be dropped.
During the first three weeks of the semester, you will complete a lengthy Calculus I review assignment in WebAssign. You have 100 attempts on each question, so that you have ample opportunity to review. This assignment is 5% of your grade, separate from the other WebAssign homework.
Written homework will be assigned and collected weekly on Wednesdays, except for exam weeks. The written homework extends and applies the material you learn in lecture, and should be tackled after completing the WebAssign homework. Homework must be submitted in class or in my mailbox prior to class. You should make an effort to write clear and organized responses. Arguments that are difficult to follow will have points deducted; in most exercises, it is not enough to simply write a list of equations.
Quizzes
Both classes will start with an eighty-minute lecture, followed by a ten-minute break. The latter part will start with problem-solving techniques and conclude with a quiz. The graded quiz will be returned the next class. Your lowest four quiz grades will be dropped. You may consult written notes and your classmates when solving a quiz, but you may not use a phone or computer.
Note that the quiz grades are a small portion of your overall grade. Their purpose is to gauge your strengths and weaknesses in the course material, and thus to inform you what you need to focus on before the exams. All exam questions will resemble a quiz question.
Exams
There will be four midterm exams as marked on the calendar. They will last for roughly ninety minutes and will replace one quiz. There are no remote/online options for exams, but students with ODA accommodations may request to take the exam in GAB instead.
Because the grading scale is more lenient than in other class sections, the exams will be more difficult. The exercises will be organized by topic, and their difficulty (easy/medium/hard) will be noted in the exercise heading. Roughly one-third of the questions will be easy, one-half medium, and one-sixth hard. Half the exam grade will be multiple-choice, and half will be written response. 
If you miss an exam for reasons other than poor health or family emergencies, you receive a zero for that exam. There are no make-up exams. If your lowest exam grade is a midterm, it will be dropped. If your lowest grade is the final exam, it will have half its normal weight in the final grade. Unless I make an error on the exam, all decisions on partial credit are final and not open for discussion.
Attendance
Attendance is important and required. Although attendance is not a grading category, low attendance will lower your grade. You may miss up to a quarter of the classes without penalty. Afterwards, your grade will decrease linearly from 100% of its normal value at 75% attendance, to 0% at 0% attendance. For instance, if you attended half the classes, your final grade would be multiplied by two-thirds.
Sick Policy
If you are sick during the semester, you must provide a valid doctor’s note describing the illness. The assignments and tests that you miss will then have their grade replaced with the final exam grade at the end of the semester, and you will not suffer the attendance penalty for these classes. The final exam itself is mandatory.
Extra Credit
There are various opportunities for extra credit:
· If you catch me making a mistake in lecture, at the end of the semester one of your lowest Cengage grades will be turned into a 100. You may earn this credit up to three times. After that, you may still say that there is a mistake, but you should leave it to other students to find the mistake and claim the extra credit.
· When I pose a question in class, answering it yields extra credit. This credit is worth one eighth as much as catching a mistake, and is subject to the same upper limit. Thus, you may earn this credit up to twenty-four times, or you may reach the maximum bonus via a combination of answers and mistakes.
· Every exam will have more questions than you are required to complete. You may complete one additional question for extra credit.
· Cengage assignments turned in early will earn a 5% bonus.
Course Prerequisites or Other Restrictions
Enrolling requires a grade of C or higher in MATH 1710. You should put in several hours of work each week to absorb the material. In math courses, especially this one, the content will build upon itself making it very difficult to catch up if you fall behind. Remember that mathematics is a skill, not just a body of knowledge, and like every skill it must be practiced.
Academic Dishonesty
Cheating will not be tolerated. Use of LLMs such as ChatGPT when solving exercises is cheating. Any student found cheating will receive no credit on the assignment and a report will be filed with the office of academic integrity.
Course Objectives
Upon successful completion of this course, learners will be able to:
· Compute derivatives and antiderivatives of functions built from the basic transcendental functions.
· Understand and apply exponential models to make predictions.
· Resolve limits in an indeterminate form using L'Hospital's rule in concert with other techniques.
· Apply the integration by parts formula to definite and indefinite integrals.
· Compute definite and indefinite integrals of powers and products of trigonometric functions. 
· Apply trigonometric substitution to calculate definite and indefinite integrals.
· Develop a rational function in partial fractions and then find an antiderivative.
· Recognize the appropriate integration technique.
· Approximate definite integrals.
· Recognize improper integrals and determine if they converge.
· Apply the techniques for finding limits of functions to sequences.
· Evaluate the sums of geometric and telescoping series. 
· Understand and apply an appropriate test to determine series convergence.
· Distinguish between absolute and conditional convergence.
· Represent functions by power series (including determining radius of convergence).
· Use Taylor polynomials in approximation problems.
· Graph parametric curves and determine the slopes of their tangent lines (including horizontal and vertical tangents).
· Perform basic operations on vectors in three dimensions.
· Calculate the dot and cross product, and interpret their results.

University of North Texas Compliance
