Course Description
PADM 3010 explores the historical perspectives, concepts, activities, and innovations around the nonprofit sector and philanthropy. This course applies to students that are pursuing the Nonprofit Leadership Studies major or minor and are interested in pursuing a career in the nonprofit or public sector. Students will come to know the past, present, and future trends in the industry and profession.

The Nonprofit sector accounts for over $880 billion of the national economy in the United States. More than 96,000 nonprofit organizations are located in the state of Texas, the second largest number in the nation behind California. Nonprofits contributed $27 billion to the Dallas-Fort Worth regional economy and the employed approximately 103,000 individuals in 2012. Nonprofits play a broad role in the community in the areas of hospitals, education, civil rights, professional associations, museums, arts, etc. They provide leadership in the sectors of law, policy, volunteerism, advocacy, etc.

Philanthropy is defined as an individual’s desire to promote the welfare and well-being of others through a donation of time, talent, and financial resources. The private contributions through the philanthropic giving of individuals and corporations is a major category of the nonprofit budget.  From a historical lens, religiously influenced cultures provide a backdrop for understanding the tenets for charitable giving and an obligation to serve. A crisis of conscious in the United States led to a growing interest of the wealthy to identify charitable causes. The 1920’s ushered in the great family foundations (i.e. the Carnegies, the Rockefellers and the Fords), and major business funding that continue to influence interests. The media gives ongoing life to the face of poverty and need. Philanthropy plays a vital role in the development and sustainability of nonprofit organizations.

Case Study Short Essay Responses
Throughout the course students will explore a variety of case studies based on real operational management problems of Denton area nonprofits. These case studies are designed to help students apply concepts and theories from the reading and lecture material to help solve nonprofit management problems presented in the case scenarios. Students will explore the cases in class lecture discussion and then can learn from the nonprofit through a guest lecture the week that case is discussed. Students will have 8 essays throughout the course related to the respective nonprofit management topic and case study discussion. Students will respond to a series of questions provided in the respective Canvas module assignment. Assignments are typically due on Fridays at 11:59PM to ensure you are prepared to share your perspective in class with the invited guest lecturer. Please pay attention to Canvas due dates. There are a total of 8 essay course project assignments. Each essay is worth 30 points. Your essay should include a direct reference to the course material cited APA style. Your direct reference should support your argument. You should follow the direct reference with a statement that elaborates on why the reference is important to the nonprofit management issue. · How much funding do you need to start up? How much to sustain the first 5 years?
The plan development is worth 25 points and the video presentation is worth 25 points for a total of 50 points. This is due in weeks 14 and 15.

Important Notice for F-1 Students taking Distance Education Courses 
Federal Regulation
To read detailed Immigration and Customs Enforcement regulations for F-1 students taking online courses, please go to the Electronic Code of Federal Regulations website. The specific portion concerning distance education courses is located at Title 8 CFR 214.2 Paragraph (f)(6)(i)(G).
The paragraph reads: 
(G) For F-1 students enrolled in classes for credit or classroom hours, no more than the equivalent of one class or three credits per session, term, semester, trimester, or quarter may be counted toward the full course of study requirement if the class is taken on-line or through distance education and does not require the student's physical attendance for classes, examination or other purposes integral to completion of the class. An on-line or distance education course is a course that is offered principally through the use of television, audio, or computer transmission including open broadcast, closed circuit, cable, microwave, or satellite, audio conferencing, or computer conferencing. If the F-1 student's course of study is in a language study program, no on-line or distance education classes may be considered to count toward a student's full course of study requirement.

University of North Texas Compliance 
To comply with immigration regulations, an F-1 visa holder within the United States may need to engage in an on-campus experiential component for this course. This component (which must be approved in advance by the instructor) can include activities such as taking an on-campus exam, participating in an on-campus lecture or lab activity, or other on-campus experience integral to the completion of this course.
If such an on-campus activity is required, it is the student’s responsibility to do the following:
(1) Submit a written request to the instructor for an on-campus experiential component within one week of the start of the course.
(2) Ensure that the activity on campus takes place and the instructor documents it in writing with a notice sent to the International Student and Scholar Services Office.  ISSS has a form available that you may use for this purpose.
Because the decision may have serious immigration consequences, if an F-1 student is unsure about his or her need to participate in an on-campus experiential component for this course, s/he should contact the UNT International Student and Scholar Services Office (telephone 940-565-2195 or email internationaladvising@unt.edu) to get clarification before the one-week deadline.

Student Verification

Transmission and Recording of Student Images in Electronically-Delivered Courses
1. No permission is needed from a student for his or her image or voice to be transmitted live via videoconference or streaming media, but all students should be informed when courses are to be conducted using either method of delivery. 
2. In the event an instructor records student presentations, he or she must obtain permission from the student using a signed release in order to use the recording for future classes in accordance with the Use of Student-Created Work guidelines above.
3. Instructors who video-record their class lectures with the intention of re-using some or all of recordings for future class offerings must notify students on the course syllabus if students' images may appear on video. Instructors are also advised to provide accommodation for students who do not wish to appear in class recordings.
Example: This course employs lecture capture technology to record class sessions. Students may occasionally appear on video. The lecture recordings will be available to you for study purposes and may also be reused in future course offerings.
