COURSE	DESCRIPTION	AND	ORGANIZATION	

This	course	provides	an	introduction	to	both	the	French	language	and	to	the	world	cultures	and	societies	
where	 French	 is	 spoken.	 This	 course	 is	 the	 second	 of	 a	 two-course	 intermediate	 French	 language	 and	
culture	sequence	at	the	University	of	North	Texas.		

This	 three-credit	 course	meets	 either	MWF	 for	 50	minutes	 or	 TTH	 for	 80	minutes.	 	 The	 course	 is	
designed	to	maximize	your	opportunity	to	achieve	the	targeted	level	of	proficiency	in	French.

Since	regular	oral	practice	is	essential	for	improving	proficiency	in	a	foreign	language,	daily	attendance	
and	active	participation	are	necessary	for	your	success	in	this	course.	(Be	sure	to	see	attendance	policy	
below.)	Your	instructor	will	evaluate	your	in-class	oral	coursework	3	different	times	during	the	semester,	
based	 on	 the	 quality	 of	 your	 regular	 participation.	 Thus,	 for	 the	 purposes	 of	 grading	 participation,	
preparedness,	and	oral	class	work,	the	semester	will	be	divided	into	three	(3)	grading	periods.
