About the Course
The purpose of this course is to introduce the student to the nature of race relations in this nation. We may allude to race relations in other nations from time to time but the vast majority of our attention will focus on the United States. Given that this is an upper division course a greater emphasis will be placed on understanding the concepts and ideas examined in this course rather than mere rote memorization. However, there is some expectations that the student will memorize and learn terms that he/she has not previously learned.

How the Course is Organized 
This course is organized in a series of powerpoint notes. The student is expected to read each chapter and then look at the powerpoint. The professor will open a discussion post for each chapter with an initial post commenting on the powerpoints. Students are expected to also comment on that post as well as make posts of their own to meet the participation requirements of the course. The student is also expected to write an annotated bibliography and two short papers. Finally the student is expected to take a midterm and final exam.
What Should Students Do First?
The first thing students should do is fill out the zip code survey test. Then the student should go to the first module with the powerpoint. The best way for a student to keep up with the class is to do the chapters readings and study the powerpoint as he or she goes through the course.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS
The final grade will consists of a final worth 25% of the grade, a midterm worth 25% of the grade, two short 2-3 pages papers each worth 15% of the grade, an annotated bibliography worth 10% of the grade and a grade for participation on the discussion list worth 10% of the grade. The Midterm exam will be on June 9. You will have 75 minutes to take the test and can take it between 9 and 1 on that date. The Final exam will be on July 7. You will again have 75 minutes to take the test and can take it between 9 and 1 on that date.

Requirements: The final grade will consists of a final worth 25% of the grade, a midterm worth 25% of the grade, two short 2-3 pages papers each worth 15% of the grade, an annotated bibliography worth 10% of the grade and a grade for participation on the discussion list worth 10% of the grade. Under no circumstances will any work turned in after midnight on July 7 be accepted.

ASSESSMENT & GRADING

Midterm and Final 
Both the midterm and final are given in GAB 550. The midterm will be given at GAB Hall 550 computer lab on June 9. The final will be given at GAB Hall 550 computer lab on July 7. They will be proctored by the professor and possibility a research assistant. The student will have between 9 AM and 1 PM to take the exam. However the actual exam is limited to 75 minutes. The student must be available to take the test at that time. However if the student cannot make it to campus then the student must locate a testing center close to where he or she is and take the test at that center. The student is to send the instructor’s teaching assistant contact information for the center so that the test can be available. The tests will be a combination of multiple choice and short answers. The questions will come from the reading and online powerpoint notes.
Participation


Each Monday the professor will put online a discussion group connected to a chapter in your book. The discussion group will go off-line on the following Sunday. The student is expected to participate at least 20 times in discussion groups during the course of the semester. Participation is originating a post or responding to another post. The student does not have to post in every single discussion group but must have a total of 20 posts or replies during the course of the semester to get full credit. The professor can use discretion if students merely try to use mostly short and uninformative posts on whether to count the posts. 
Assignments
There are three assignments due for this course. The student is expected to write an annotated bibliography, to do an analysis of blogs, and to write a book review. Description of what is required for those papers are posted in the course content section of the course. Late assignments are penalized a ten points a day. I do not accept computer or website problems as excuses for late assignments since the student can turn the project in early.
