EENG 4510/5810 - Digital Communications

Course Description:

This course introduces the basics for the analysis and design of digital communication systems. Topics
include channel modeling, signal analysis, digital modulation schemes, optimum receivers for additive white
Gaussian noise channels, and selected topics in advanced digital communications.

The goals of this course are to expose the students to basic digital communication techniques, to provide
the students knowledge of the design of digital communication systems as engineers, and to prepare the
students for advanced topics in digital communications.
