Course Goals: 
I. Exposure to a wide variety of literature for solo voice. 
II. An understanding of the history and development of the various forms of solo vocal music. 
III. An awareness of the resources available to the voice teacher and performer. 
IV. An appreciation for current issues and trends in vocal performance practice. 
V. Development of critical analytical skills for solo vocal literature

Attendance/Class meetings:

· Final Exam [25 points] 
Comprehensive online exam including matching, multiple choice, short answer, score identification, and/or essay.

Calculated as a percentage of total class meetings. (e.g. Missing 10% of classes will result in the loss of 1 point.)

Undergraduates

Students holding music scholarships must maintain a minimum 2.5 overall cumulative GPA and 3.0 cumulative GPA in music courses.

If at any point you consider dropping this or any other course, please be advised that the decision to do so may have the potential to affect your current and future financial aid eligibility. It is recommended that you to schedule a meeting with an academic advisor in your college or visit the Student Financial Aid and Scholarships office to discuss dropping a course before doing so.

Graduates

Students must maintain a minimum 3.0 cumulative GPA in addition to successfully completing a required number of credit hours based on total registered hours per term. Music scholarships require a 3.5 cumulative GPA.  Students cannot exceed maximum timeframes established based on the published length of the graduate program.  If a student does not maintain the required standards, the student may lose their financial aid eligibility.
