Course Description
Students will develop an understanding of the basic methods and tools used by epidemiologists to study the health of populations.

Course Objectives

· Understand the fundamental role of epidemiology in public health

· Be able to describe different approaches to understanding the causes of disease in population-based research

· Be able to critically evaluate research literature in epidemiology

· Be able to calculate and correctly interpret the measures of the occurrence of disease and measures of association between exposure and disease

· Be aware of the major sources of health data and their limitations

· Be able to identify whether a given association between exposure and disease is likely to be casual

· Understand the general approaches to disease surveillance and outbreak investigation

· Know the principles underlying the strategies for disease prevention and screening to detect early disease

· Apply epidemiological strategies to current events (i.e., bioterrorism, SARS)

Course Policies

EVALUATION PROCEDURE

A. There will be 2 examinations, equally weighted and course grade will be the average of the sum of the examination scores. Only objective questions (50 in each examination) will be used to test your understanding of content presented in class, textbook, films, and by guest speakers, even if you are absent from class.  Each examination will only cover selected chapters.  Examinations are not comprehensive.  
B. Classes will begin on time and tardiness will NOT be tolerated.  If you are late to class, please enter QUIETLY.  Do NOT leave early because this behavior disrupts the class.   
C.  Attendance will impact the calculation of the student’s final average. The student will receive 5 points for each class (the class has a total of 20 meetings including exams) .  The attendance point total will be averaged as an additional exam grade. Attendance is defined as coming to class on time and staying until the instructor has dismissed the class.  Class attendance will be taken daily as documentation. Signing for others will constitute cheating and may result in removal from class.
If a student misses 25% or more of the classes during the course, it will result in an automatic deduction of a letter grade  from the final grade calculation.

D. TO RECEIVE a satisfactory GRADE, you must invest in the class with your attendance and participation; and your instructor will invest in your grade (i.e., a student earns 5 points for each class attended and a corresponding letter grade in the course).  The student will receive what they earn as a grade. 
E. Acceptable Student Behavior:  Student behavior that interferes with an instructor’s ability to conduct class or other students' opportunity to learn is unacceptable; disruptive behavior will not be tolerated in any instructional forum at UNT. Students engaging in unacceptable behavior will be directed to leave the classroom and the instructor may refer the student to the Dean of Students to determine if a violation of the Code of Student Conduct occurred. Assignment Description

1. Chapter Assignments (30 pts.). Your instructor will assign weekly questions from the chapters (or other sources) during the semester.  All assignments (including homework assignments) will be TYPED (12pt font), double spaced, and when applicable, follow the guidelines of the American Psychological Association (APA format).  *See assignment descriptions*  Furthermore, assignments will be due at the beginning of the class period on their specific due dates (See course schedule).  Assignments will not be accepted after the beginning of class on the due date.  
2. Pro-MED Digest Summaries (100 pts.). During the course of the semester, you will read daily Pro-MED Digest postings and do the following:

a. Go to www.promedmail.org. (International Society for Infectious Diseases). This site posts real-time disease outbreak information from around the world.

b. Choose ONE posting of interest for the week. Yes, you can look at postings from other dates (i.e. if one is posted 30 days ago). 

c. For the assignment, I would like you to summarize the Pro-MED posting & add additional information on the specific disease from a different site(s) (along with the EXACT website address). This assignment must be in your own words.  You may include important personal quotes from the Pro-MED’s, but only to add to your discussion. If a significant portion of your assignment is quoted, points will be deducted. 
d. There are numerous postings each day and you can do a search by disease. Some of the postings are updates to previous postings. Make sure you choose one that includes enough information for you to do a thorough job. Your summary needs to be a minimum of 300 words in length.  
e. Your grade will be based on the summary of the Pro-MED outbreak and the additional information you provide about the disease discussed in the Pro-MED posting. Each Pro-MED assignment is worth 10 points.
