Descripcion del curso:
En este curso examinaremos la literatura hispanoamericana desde la época precolombina
hasta el principio del siglo XX. Nos enfocaremos en las obras literarias tales como
cronicas, novelas, poemas y ensayos, y al mismo tiempo leeremos unos articulos
histdricos para entender el contexto politico, social y cultural en el que se produjeron
estas obras literarias.

Asistencia y participacion: la nota de participacion en clase serd basada en la asistencia y la
participacion del estudiante. Los estudiantes pueden faltar a clase dos veces sin motivo
justificado, pero se descontara el 3% de la nota final por cada ausencia después de la tercera.

Presentaciones orales: cada estudiante hara una o dos presentaciones orales durante el semestre.
Las presentaciones duraran entre 8-10 minutos y deben incluir un resumen de la presentacion
para cada estudiante y, cuando sea posible, materiales audiovisuales. La evaluacion de la
presentacion consistira en la preparacion, la organizacion, y el espafiol.

Tarea diaria: los estudiantes entregaran la tarea asignada que aparece en el programa del curso.
Se debe entregar la tarea diaria antes de la clase y no se aceptara después de la clase.

Examenes: habra tres exdmenes durante el semestre. Los examenes se formaran de dos partes: 1)
ensayos breves en que los estudiantes identificaran y comentaran un segmento de los textos y 2)
ensayos largos en que mostraran un entendimiento comprensivo sobre la lectura asignada.

Trabajo final: se entregara un ensayo critico de un texto en previo acuerdo con el profesor. La
evaluacion se basara en el entendimiento del texto (30%), el analisis del texto (40%), y el uso
gramatical del espafiol (30%).
