Descripcion del curso:

Este curso esté disefiado para proveer a los alumnos una introduccion a la literatura hispanica a
través de analisis de las obras breves o los segmentos de cuentos, novelas y poemas. Los
alumnos no necesitan tener experiencia previa de la literatura, pero deben tener habilidad de leer
los textos asignados, escribir trabajos y discutir en espariol con fluidez.

Tres prepositos: 1. Aprender a interpretar y apreciar literatura hispanica
2. Desarrollar la capacidad de pensar y expresar criticamente
3. Mejorar la habilidad de leer, escribir y hablar en espafiol

1. Asistencia y participacion (10%): La nota de participacién en clase sera basada en la asistencia
y la participacion diaria del estudiante pero la segunda serd mucho mas importante porque
formara una parte esencial en clase. Los estudiantes pueden faltar a clase tres veces sin motivo
justificado, pero se descontara el 3% de la nota final por cada ausencia después de la tercera.

**|_os estudiantes deberan hablar espafiol todo el tiempo durante la clase. Los que reciben
mas de dos advertencias por su uso del inglés perderan toda la nota de participacion (10%
de la nota total).

2. Simulacién (10%): La clase se dividira en los grupos de 4 alumnos y cada grupo hara una
actuacion adaptando a la forma teatral una obra de los cuentos o las novelas que leeremos
durante el semestre. La simulacién debe durar entre 10 y 12 minutos y todos los miembros de
cada grupo deben participar oralmente en la actuacion. La evaluacion consistira en los siguientes
puntos: 1) preparacion del guidn; 2) actuacién, gramatica y pronunciacién; 3) creatividad.

3. Presentacion (5%): Cada estudiante necesitara seleccionar uno de los temas y presentarlo en el
dia indicado del programa. Debera hablar del tema con el profesor por lo menos una semana
antes de la presentacion asignada.



1) Duracion: 5-7 minutos y 2-3 minutos para las preguntas

2) Criterio: volante (10%), contenido (30%), organizacion (30%), y espafiol (30%)

* *Please note that presentation is not an act of reading. You are allowed to take a look at
your notes, but you are not allowed to read them. If you do not follow this
recommendation, you will lose at least a 50%o of your presentation grade.

4. Prueba y Tarea (15%): Habra 4 pruebas del vocabulario y se recogera la tarea asignada al azar.

4. Exdmenes (45%): habra tres exdamenes durante el semestre. Los examenes se formaran de
varios ensayos breves y largos que mostraran un entendimiento comprensivo sobre la lectura
asignada.

5. Trabajo final (15%): se entregara un trabajo final de tres paginas de doble espacio (entre 750 y
1000 palabras). Este trabajo serd un ensayo comparativo entre el tema de una pelicula y el de
una(s) obra(s) examinada(s) en clase.

-Anota el nimero total de palabras al final del trabajo.

-Sigue el estilo MLA (Modern Language Association) o el manual de Chicago

-Se debe usar por lo menos tres fuentes académicos (No internet sources are allowed,

except those accessed through UNT library data bases)

-Se basa la evaluacion en el resumen de la pelicula (20%-menos de 100 palabras), la

capacidad analitica (50%) y el uso gramatical del espafiol (30%).

Make-up Policy:
