Course Description:
Develop an understanding and skills concerning the broad concept of motor development across the lifespan. A basic up-to-date view of the processes and mechanisms underlying the development of motor skills.

Course Objectives:
This course is a fully in person format with several online assignments (traditional lectures W/ online components). The online material for this course will be available on Canvas. Upon successful completion of this course, students will be able to:
1. Define the study of motor development with respect to historical and conceptual frameworks.
2. Examine/analyze human movement across the  lifespan  with  respect  to  the  biomechanical, biological/physiological, psychological, social, and cognitive factors/constraints.
3. Differentiate between development, growth, maturation and aging.
4. Describe the developmental trajectory of locomotor, ballistic, manipulative, and fitness skills.

Class Materials on Canvas: Everything you need for the class including class notes, assignment guidelines, and powerpoints will be provided on the Canvas website. Powerpoints will be uploaded by at least the day of class.

2. Out of class preparation: This course contains a large amount of content. Mastery of the material will require you to keep up with your readings, make notes, and study early and often. This is not a course where you will be successful if you cram everything into the weekend prior to the exam. Students are expected to read the assigned reading prior to each lecture. Lectures WILL NOT REVIEW THE CHAPTER but will provide additional context and content and make linkages between different parts of the course materials. Keep up with course readings.
3. In class active not taking: All PowerPoint presentations for the lecture material will be posted to the Canvas website. To be successful in this class you will need to do more than passively listen to the lecture. It is my expectation you have access to the class power point and that you take detailed notes while also identifying questions for anything you do not understand. Neuroscience of learning shows that when students retype their notes after the lecture their learning is much deeper. These notes will also be valuable for your exams.
4. If you have special learning needs, please inform the instructor immediately after filing a request through the ODA. We MUST meet to discuss and document accommodations.
5. If at any point during the semester you are unhappy with your performance in this class, please contact the instructor immediately.

1. Chapter Quizzes (10%):

There will be several chapter quizzes in this course. The syllabus quiz will be based on the syllabus. The chapter quiz questions will be based on material in the textbook and online lectures. The lowest quiz score will be dropped. The average of the TOTAL quizzes will be used to compute your quiz final grade. Quizzes will be timed and will either be in class (beginning or end) or delivered online via canvas. Quizzes should be taken individually and without the help of other students. There may be pop quizzes as well (stay prepared!).

2. In-class Assignments (10%): 

Several lectures throughout the semester will have handout assignments that you will complete and submit as assignments on Canvas. The due dates for these handout assignments can be found on the schedule and will be posted on Canvas. The assignments are used to help students better connect with the lecture material and can be used as a resource to study. Students must be present to submit the assignments.

3. Movement Project (15%):

You will submit a canvas survey once you decide on which type of project you will complete. Option 2 REQUIRES SKILL APPROVAL BY THE DUE DATE OR WILL NOT BE GRADED.

Option 1: 

A) The purpose of this assignment is to better understand your development from prenatal life to adulthood. To do this, you will interview your parent(s) using a list of questions. You must submit your answers to these questions (on a word document).
B) You must then use any pictures, videos, and text from your interview to create a short (2-3 minute) video slideshow of your developmental milestones. You will post this video slideshow to YouTube and provide your instructor with a link to review your video. 

OR

Option 2: 

A) The purpose of this assignment is to better understand your mastery of a particular skill (e.g., doing a backhand spring, shooting a lacrosse ball, throwing a curve ball, etc.). You will complete a list of questions asking about how you developed this skill and how you would break down this skill to teach a novice. 
B) You must then use any pictures, videos, or text to create a short (2-3 minute) video slideshow of this skill. In this video, you will perform the skill (at an expert/skillful level). You will then break down the major components of the skill with step-by-step instructions.
	
Please note that both of these options require TWO submissions, one word document containing answers to the questions and a link to your video slideshow, failure to submit one of these components will result in a maximum score of 50% on the assignment.


4. Exams (65%):

There will be three exams in this course that will include a variety of questions including multiple choice, True/false, matching, fill in the blank, etc. The exams will be administered in class according to the course schedule below. Each exam will be worth 16.25% of your final grade.

Attendance is optional but it is important to be in class each day. I can elect to take informal attendance during any given class day. There may be random pop quizzes or in-class assignments given during class.
