Descripcién del curso:

Este es un curso de caracter general el cual se propone introducir a los estudiantes al estudio
de la fonética espanola. Por lo tanto, se cubriran aspectos tedricos y practicos relacionados
con esta disciplina. El curso sera en espanol y los estudiantes deberan responder y hablar en
espafol todo el tiempo a menos que su profesora indique lo contrario.

Objetivos del curso:
e Mejorar la pronunciacién en espafiol.
o Explorar la interrelacion entre el lenguaje oral y el escrito.
e Describir y discutir como funciona el sistema fonético del espariol.
e Conocer y valorar las diferencias dialectales en el espafol contemporaneo.

Componentes del curso:

Examenes / Examen final. Habra dos examenes parciales y un examen final de caracter
acumulativo. Las fechas estan indicadas en el programa. No make-up.

Proyecto (Transcripcién). Cada estudiante debera recolectar (usando un grabador) siete (7)
refranes en espanol del libro de texto (“Camino Oral”) tal y como son pronunciados por un
hablante nativo de la lengua espafiola que se ha elegido. Luego procedera a transcribirlos
fonéticamente y escribira (en espafiol) dos paginas de analisis de los elementos fonéticos mas
sobresalientes en el hablante. Detalles seran discutidos en clase. No make-up.

Tareas. Su profesora podra recoger tareas al azar (sin anunciar) para evaluar su preparacion
y progreso. Escriba tareas en una hoja con los numeros de paginas y ejercicios indicados. No
se acepta la tarea entregada después de la clase a menos que se acompare un documento
oficial. Pero se puede entregar la tarea antes de la clase. (No make-up)
