Descripcion del curso:

El propdsito de este curso es abordar los conceptos fundamentales para el estudio cientifico
del espafiol contemporaneo. Nos enfocaremos en los principales subsistemas lingiisticos-el
sistema de sonidos (fonética y fonologia), la formacion y el uso de las palabras (morfologia), y
la formacién y la estructura de las oraciones (sintaxis)-. Ademas, consideraremos lenguaje
como las diferentes variedades regionales y sociales del idioma espafiol (variacion linguistica).
El curso serd en espafiol y los estudiantes deberan responder y hablar en espariol todo el
tiempo a menos que su profesora indique lo contrario.

Componentes del curso:

Examenes / Examen final. Habra dos exadmenes parciales y un examen final de caracter
acumulativo. Las fechas estan indicadas en el programa. No make-up.

Presentacion de una pequefia investigacion. Cada uno de los estudiantes (en algunos
casos, dos estudiantes como equipo) hara(n) una presentacion oral sobre un tema o una
pregunta que viene de los ‘temas para profundizar’ o ‘mitos sobre el lenguaje’ del libro de
texto. Se le va a asignar el tema por sorteo al principio del semestre. La presentacién dura
aproximadamente 8-10 minutos (y 3-5 minutos para preguntas/respuestas) y debe mostrar que
se ha investigado el tema con profundidad y detalle con la ayuda de los recursos adicionales
(e.g., libros, articulos, sitios web — se debe incluir la lista de referencias). Los estudiantes le
van a entregar también un volante a la profesora. La evaluacion de la presentacién se basara
en tanto su presentacion oral como su volante preparado. Detalles seran discutidos en clase.
