Description and objectives :

The objective of this course is to develop the linguistic ablilities of the students at the advanced level through oral and written practice.  Attendance and active participation are necessary to achieve these goals.  The course will be conducted in Spanish, and the students should speak Spanish exclusively.  Students should know the basic grammatical concepts (verb tenses and moods, object pronouns, commands, etc.) in order to take this course.  Spanish 2050 or the equivalent is a prerequisite.

Compositions. Students will write two long compositions (500 words) during the semester.  The compositions must be typed, double-spaced, with 1” margins and 12pt. font.  Handwritten compositions will not be accepted. 

In-class composition. Students will write one in-class composition (abour 250 words).  

Vocabulary quizzes. There will be 7 vocabulary quizzes. The lowest grade will be dropped.  No make-ups. 

Oral Presentation. Each student will prepare a 10 minute presentation about a component of Hispanic culture.  Visual aids such as Power Point, posters, etc. may be used as long as they do not contain the entire text of the presentation.  

Intreview / Conversation. Each student will have a 5 minute interview with the professor. 

Participation / Homework / Preparation. Class participation is very important and should reflect good preparation for class.  Regular and punctual class attendance is required of all students. Each student is allowed THREE free absences. These should be saved for unavoidable circumstances. At the end of the semester, 2% will be subtracted from the final grade for every unauthorized absence above three. Note that late arrivals will also affect the participation grade. Absences due to the observance of a religious holiday require that the student notify me IN WRITING during the first 15 days of the semester. 

Late homework/composition/vocabulary quizzes, etc. & make-up. Late assignments or compositions will NOT be accepted without official documentation from your doctor or the university provided within a week. There will be no make-up quizzes without similar documentation.
