Course Description & Objectives: 

This course has two major goals: (a) to strengthen the knowledge of the basic Japanese grammar and be 

able to easily use them correctly and (b) to reinforce the knowledge of 320 basic kanji characters 

individually and as compounds with other characters. Besides two goals, we will practice writing and 

listening by using short video clips.

• Lean the use of a dictionary more effectively 

• Develop a broader range of vocabulary 

• Strengthen analytical skills of Japanese words and sentences

Midterms (30%-2 times): will cover the grammatical topics covered during the one and second third of 

the semester. The exam will consist of answering multiple questions and short answers. 

 
Final Exam (20%): 

The final exam will be cumulative and cover all the grammatical topics covered in the semester. Taking 

the final exam is mandatory to receive a passing grade in this course. 

 
No late submission is accepted. If you miss homework, quizzes, or exams because of an excused 

absence, you may make up the work, according to a schedule agreed to by you and the professor.
