What you can expect from your instructor:
1.	Respect and active listening.
2.  	Consistent grading with return time within one-two weeks.
3.  	Willingness to teach, learn and answer questions.
4.  	To be prepared each week for our class.
5.  	To allow ample opportunity for you to do well in this course.
6.  	To be available by appointment for additional help.
7.	To treat everyone equally and fairly.

What I expect from you:
1.	Patience with me as the instructor and with all others who participate in this class.
2.  	Active participation in our class in the Canvas environment as required by the syllabus. 
3.	To take quizzes and to complete all assignments as they are scheduled in the syllabus. 
4.	Consistent participation in person and on-line. If it appears you are not actively engaged in this course, Prof. Gregg will use the UNT reporting system to make recommendations. 
· If you must use your cell phone, it is okay to get up and exit to do so. Everyone has important things in their life going on. Please be polite.
· If you use your cell phone in class, first Dr. Gregg will ask you to put it away.
· If you continually use your cell phone in class, Dr. Gregg may ask you to leave. 
5.	To read the syllabus carefully each week and know what is supposed to happen. This is our contract. Prof. Gregg will do all that she can to abide by the syllabus, so she expects you to do the same. 
6.	To act with academic integrity during quizzes and in all writing. Your work should be your own. Cheating will not be tolerated!  See above for the UNT policy on academic dishonesty.
7.	To read the grading comments that Prof. Gregg provides on all of your writing assignments. She will incorporate tips and you will learn important things about yourself as a writer by reading these comments. If she thinks you need extra help with your writing, she will suggest that you use the Writing Center on campus.
8.	To put assignments in the correct space in Canvas. If you put things in the wrong spot, you will receive a zero (0).
9.	To follow ALL directions in the syllabus, if you do not follow the directions, you will automatically receive a zero (0) on that assignment. 
10.	To buy and use the correct version of the book. Right now, that is the 2nd Edition of Philip N. Cohen’s The Family. If you analyze something other than what everyone else is analyzing, you will receive a zero (0). This is especially important when completing any writing assignment. Please buy and use the correct version of the book. 
· For example, if I happen look up something you quote in the book and it is not on the page cited, you will automatically fail the assignment and receive a zero (0) with no chance to redo the assignment. 
11.	To be responsible for your work and prepare for and handle situations of computer and Internet difficulties. If your Internet is out, go somewhere where it is working so that you do not miss quizzes or other assignments. You have 7 days each week to complete the work items for the week. Do not wait until the last minute to begin your work. I recommend completing your work by Thursday or Friday each week. That way, if you do have some technical difficulty, you’ll have 24-48 hours to correct it. 

ASSIGNMENTS and TECHNICAL ISSUES
All assignments should be submitted by the indicated dates and times embedded in the syllabus. There will be no extensions, except in cases of documented emergencies. In the event of a legitimate emergency, students are to contact the professor to arrange for an alternative or make-up assignment, at the professor’s discretion and this must happen PRIOR TO missing the assignment. Each student is allowed only one documented emergency per semester.

Technical problems with computers or Canvas ARE NOT satisfactory excuses for missing assignment deadlines. I suggest that you DO NOT wait until the last minute to submit assignments. If you experience trouble with your computer or your home Internet access, you are expected to use the computer clusters on campus to complete your work on time.

A LONG NOTE ABOUT GRADES
This course is setup on a 1000-point grading scale. As you move forward in the course, you will be working your way up from zero (0) toward 1000 (a perfect score). In Canvas, there is a running total keeping track of your progress toward 1000. Each quiz or assignment builds your grade up to the grade you hope to achieve.

The simplest way to explain how you will earn your grade is that in this course you are trying to accumulate points. Just pay attention to the point accumulation and you’ll do fine. Sometimes students only pay attention to their average or percentage shown in Canvas and this is when confusion sets in. I want you to ignore this and only pay attention to the points. Let’s think about a few examples.

· Say we are nearing the end of the semester and you see that you have earned 930 points. On a 1000-point scale, these 930 points = 93 A.  
· If you have earned 840 points, these 840 points = 84 B.  
· If you have anything over 1000 points = >100% A+!  
· So, however many points you have at the end will be used to calculate your final grade.

COURSE ASSIGNMENTS and VALUES
Assignments:
To prepare you for the work in this course, you are asked to read chapters from Cohen’s 2nd Ed. of The Family, attend class lectures on Mondays and Wednesdays, watch the Story Behind the Numbers animation videos, watch Sociology in Practice films (and answer questions) on Fridays, and finally practice terms with flash cards before attempting quizzes. Everything except the chapter reading (and lectures) can be found in Canvas in the module folders.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  I do not post the PowerPoints in Canvas. To benefit from the PowerPoint lectures, you must attend class. ] 


To proceed, I recommend that each week you read the syllabus and check off the expected work items as you go. If you do this, you won’t miss a thing. Also, if you do all of the work items, you will be thoroughly prepared for the following graded assignments.

Weekly Quizzes (70% of Grade):
· Quizzes can be found in module folders for each chapter in Canvas. 
· Quizzes are due before midnight on Saturdays (11:59 p.m.).  
· There are 15 quizzes.  Each quiz is worth 50 points.
· You are required to take 14 quizzes.
· If you fail to take the required 14 quizzes in this course, your grade will be lowered for failure to complete the requirements of the course. 
· Everyone is required to take the syllabus quiz in week one of the semester as one of the required 14 quizzes.
· Of the remaining 14, you are only required to take 13 quizzes, but if you take all of the remaining 14, you can earn up to 50 extra credit points.
· One of these 14 quizzes is based on a film that you MUST attend class to watch, otherwise you cannot take the quiz. (If you do not attend, but take the quiz, your grade will be reduced to zero for failure to comply with the requirement to attend class.) 
· The remaining 13 quizzes are based on Cohen’s text. 
· Quizzes are made up of 10 randomly selected, Multiple Choice questions that have only one best answer.
· You are given 20 minutes to take each quiz.  After that, your quiz will automatically submit and your quiz will be scored.
· If you are unhappy with your performance, you are permitted to retake the quiz a second time. After the second attempt, Canvas will show you the correct answers to the ones you missed. 
· Your highest score of the two attempts will be recorded in the grade book.
· Quizzes cannot be made up if missed.  This is because there is one built in extra credit quiz for this reason. Do not email me asking me to make up a quiz. 
· If you skip a quiz, the grade book for that quiz will populate with a zero. The zero is meaningless. To understand how your final grade is calculated refer to A LONG NOTE ABOUT GRADES (above).  

I allow students to take one extra quiz for many reasons:  
1) Sometimes it takes students a while to obtain the book for the course. Allowing you to miss a quiz, gives these students ample time to obtain the course materials. 
2) Students rarely earn 100% on all of the quizzes and assignments in this course. Sometimes the material in the chapter just doesn’t grab you and you don’t do well and that’s okay. You can make up lost points by taking an extra quiz.
3) Sometimes the quiz questions are tricky. I do not argue quiz questions with students so do not email me about this. Taking an extra quiz will make up for any tricky questions you may encounter. 
4) If you have some sort of an emergency situation during the course of the semester (a death in the family, a car accident, etc.) the extra quiz allows you to miss course work without having a penalty.

· Your participation in this group activity is worth up to 25 points for each SIP. 
· You must attend class to earn these points. SIPs cannot be made up for any reason. 
· There are 13 SIP assignments. You are required to complete 12 of them, but if you attend and participate for all 13, you can earn up to 25 extra credit points.
· If you fail to complete the required 12 SIPs in this course, your grade will be lowered for failure to complete the requirements of the course.
