MDSE 3400 LUXURY FASHION RETAILING

COURSE DESCRIPTION (3 hours)
Students will analyze the multi-billion-dollar global industry for luxury goods and services. Students will examine the phenomenal growth of the global luxury fashion industry with an emphasis on the retailing strategies and luxury consumer behavior in current and emerging markets. Students will explore related theories and contemporary cases and discuss issues related to luxury fashion retailing from a global perspective.

OBJECTIVES
After taking the class the students will be able to:
1. Evaluate the key elements of luxury and how the term has evolved over time.
2. Critically analyze luxury fashion retailing strategies, globally. 
3. Understand the dynamics of consumer behavior in relation to the luxury fashion retailing industry with a special emphasis on culture.
4. Evaluate theories and concepts of luxury in the global context.
5. Communicate ideas in written, oral, and visual forms.
