Students will gain an understanding of nonprofits from a variety of perspectives: historic, national, community, corporate and media.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

1. Identify and utilize public relations documents, platforms, concepts; become well-versed in new media platforms and strategies.
2. Research and critically evaluate historic and modern nonprofits.
3. Understand how to best utilize media for public relations nonprofit communications.
4. Recognize legal and ethical challenges and understand crisis communications response.
5. Use AP style in all written assignments.
6. Conduct communication audits (strategy and tactics, audiences).
7. Recognize opportunities to think creatively in developing classroom work products.
8. Gain business presentation experience.
9. Understand nonprofits in multiple contexts; historical, national, community, corporate and media; compare tactics/strategies for internal and external situations. 
10. Develop understanding of best practices and current trends.

CLASS REQUIREMENTS:

1.   A laptop is required for this class. Please bring your laptop to all class meetings. Cell phones are       
      permitted. 
2.   Articles and/or review of certain websites or news topics are assigned on Blackboard prior to class                            
      meeting.
3.   The textbook for this class is Writing for a Good Cause: The Complete Guide to Crafting Proposals and Other Persuasive Pieces for Nonprofits by Joseph Barbato and Danielle S. Furlich. I highly recommend you buy it used online/at a resale book store. 

ATTENDANCE:

Class attendance is required. If you miss class it is your responsibility to check the class schedule and Blackboard announcements. In class assignments cannot be made up without a university excused absence. I do not accept late work. This class is a seminar course and requires your attendance and participation to be successful. 

Excused Absence: Contact me by email before or immediately after a missed class if you are not able to attend due to an excused absence event.  It is your responsibility to provide me with a written form of proof by the next class period. There is no make-up or modified due date for any assignment without an excused absence. 

Unexcused Absence: Missing a class without a written form of proof, arriving more than 15 minutes late, leaving early, or leaving and returning during class for more than 5 minutes is considered an unexcused absence. 

CLASS CONDUCT:

Class meetings are conducted as business meetings with students developing as Public Relations professionals. 

I understand that this is a modern world and cell phones/laptops are required for this type of work. You may use them in class during lectures and group work. It is extremely important that you remain professional and only use them for course related tasks. When you enter the business world it will be expected of you to remain alert and focused. I expect the same of you now. Please feel free to use your laptops to take notes, conduct individual research, find relevant materials, etc. 

There may be additional or modified requirements announced to maintain classroom etiquette, academic standards, assignment requirements and/or class objectives.  You will be asked to put away all communication devices and laptops for quizzes or exams.  

ASSIGNMENTS:

Deadlines: 

Deadlines are a key component of PR professional development. Unless otherwise noted, all assignments are due in Blackboard. Late work is not accepted. 

Assignments turned in Blackboard must be readable and formatted for instructor access or the assignment is graded as a zero. If you experience problems with Blackboard, contact the help desk AND email me to let me know the situation.

Blackboard: 

Information is communicated using Blackboard. Unless otherwise noted (submitting an assignment through Turnitin, etc.), assignments are to be submitted through Blackboard by the assignment deadline. 

Writing Requirements:

The AP Stylebook is the grammar, punctuation, spelling and usage guide for this class. You will be required to include hyperlinks and credit sources within the writing.  At the end of the assignment, please include an APA style reference list for any source material used. *Plagiarism of any kind is NOT tolerated. 

Work products must look polished, be ready for use (without mistakes or errors) and demonstrate critical thinking and knowledge of best practices.

Presentations:

Visual support material, workplace professional attire/appearance and a polished verbal presentation are expected during formal presentations.

GRADING EXPECTATIONS: 

· A – All elements required are included. Neat appearance. Correct document format. AP style, no typos, misspelling, careless errors, and quotes are correct. College level writing with clear and concise ideas. Demonstrate understanding of best practices. Document is ready to be published or released. 

· B – Writing is not concise or clear and contains errors and/or lacks understanding of best practices or concepts Document requires correction (more than two errors or improvements) and it not ready for release.

· C – Document does not meet PR standards for a finished product - missing elements, format, appearance, contains AP style, errors, immature writing and does not indicate understanding of related PR concepts. Document is careless, missing elements or unfinished and requires editing.

· D –Document is unacceptable as a professional communication work product. Document is a first draft effort in writing without required format or information and does not demonstrate PR best practices.

Assignment formatting depends on the type of document being produced. You will be provided examples of course work expectations in class and/or on Blackboard Learn. If you have any questions about formatting or expectations you are encouraged to ask!

Plagiarism/Academic Dishonesty:

Cutting and pasting text from an online or written source without citations (formal or informal) is plagiarism. Assignments or exams which contain plagiarized material or where answers are obtained in an illicit manner will receive a zero. Any assignment or test which demonstrates academic dishonesty will receive a zero.  See the MSOJ Academic Integrity Policy.

JOURNALISM REQUIREMENTS & GUIDELINES

JOURNALISM COURSE REGISTRATION
· Registration will begin on the dates noted in the schedule of classes each semester.  The system is a live, first come/first serve program.

· By registering for this course, you are stating that you have taken the required prerequisites according to your catalog year and major/minor status. If the instructor later determines that you haven’t taken and passed these requirements, then you may be dropped at any point in the semester. If you have questions about your prerequisites, please see an advisor.

· A journalism major enrolled in any restricted 3000 and 4000 level classes must have taken and passed the GSP test, all foundational courses, and Math 1680/1681. Students must earn and maintain a 2.5 UNT and/or overall GPA (depending upon catalog year) to be eligible for major-level courses. 
 
RE-TAKING FAILED JOURNALISM CLASSES
Students will not be allowed to automatically take a failed journalism course more than two times. Once you have failed a journalism course twice, you will not be allowed to enroll in that course for one calendar year after the date you received the second failing grade. Once a student has waited one calendar year after failing a course twice, the student may submit a written appeal to the director to be approved to enroll a third time. Students will not be allowed to re-take a failed journalism course more than three times.

TEXTBOOK POLICY
The Mayborn School of Journalism doesn’t require students to purchase textbooks from the University Bookstore. Many are available through other bookstores or online.

FINANCIAL AID SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS (SAP) UNDERGRADUATES
A student must maintain Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) to continue to receive financial aid. Students must maintain a minimum 2.0 cumulative GPA in addition to successfully completing a required number of credit hours based on total registered hours per semester. Students cannot exceed attempted credit hours above 150% of their required degree plan. If a student does not maintain the required standards, the student may lose financial aid eligibility.

If at any point you consider dropping this or any other course, please be advised that the decision to do so has the potential to affect your current and future financial aid eligibility. It may be wise for you to schedule a meeting with your MSOJ academic advisor or visit the Student Financial Aid and Scholarships office to discuss dropping a course before doing so.

ACADEMIC ADVISING
All first-time-in-college students at UNT are required to schedule an appointment with their Academic Advisor and receive an advising code to register for classes both fall and spring semesters of the first year in college. ALL students should meet with their Academic Advisor at least one time per long semester (Fall & Spring). It is important to update your degree plan on a regular basis to ensure that you are on track for a timely graduation.

· It is imperative that students have paid for all enrolled classes.  Please check your online schedule daily through late registration to ensure you have not been dropped for non-payment of any amount.  Students unknowingly have been dropped from classes for various reasons such as financial aid, schedule change fees, parking fees, etc.  MSOJ will not be able to reinstate students for any reason after late registration, regardless of situation.   It is the student’s responsibility to ensure all payments have been made.

ACADEMIC DISHONESTY
Academic dishonesty includes, but is not limited to, the use of any unauthorized assistance in taking quizzes, tests, or exams; dependence upon the aid of sources beyond those authorized by the instructor, the acquisition of tests or other material belonging to a faculty member, dual submission of a paper or project, resubmission of a paper or project to a different class without express permission from the instructors, or any other act designed to give a student an unfair advantage.  Plagiarism includes the paraphrase or direct quotation of published or unpublished works without full and clear acknowledgment of the author/source.  Academic dishonesty will bring about disciplinary action which may include expulsion from the university.  This is explained in the UNT Student Handbook. 

MSOJ ACADEMIC INTEGRITY POLICY
The codes of ethics from the Society of Professional Journalists, American Advertising Federation and Public Relations Society of America address truth and honesty. The Mayborn School of Journalism embraces these tenets and believes that academic dishonesty of any kind – including plagiarism and fabrication – is incongruent with all areas of journalism. The school’s policy aligns with UNT Policy 18.1.16 and requires reporting any act of academic dishonesty to the Office for Academic Integrity for investigation. If the student has a previous confirmed offense (whether the first offense was in the journalism school or another university department) and the student is found to have committed another offense, the department will request the additional sanction of removing the student from the Mayborn School of Journalism. The student may appeal to the Office for Academic Integrity, which ensures due process and allows the student to remain in class pending the appeal. 

The Mayborn School of Journalism requires that students respect and maintain all university property. Students will be held accountable through disciplinary action for any intentional damages they cause in classrooms. (e.g., writing on tables).  Disruptive behavior is not tolerated (e.g., arriving late, leaving early, sleeping, talking on the phone, texting or game playing, making inappropriate comments,  ringing cellular phones/beepers, dressing inappropriately). 

FINAL EXAM POLICY
Final exams will be administered at the designated times during the final week of each long semester and during the specified day of each summer term.  Please check the course calendar early in the semester to avoid any schedule conflicts.

You will NOT have a traditional final exam for this course; you will have a final project.

COURSES IN A BOX 
Any MSOJ equivalent course from another university must receive prior approval from the MSOJ academic advisor to insure that all MSOJ degree plan requirements are met. For example, courses that are taken online or from a program that offers course material via CD, booklet, or other manner of correspondence must have prior advisor approval. 

IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR F-1 STUDENTS TAKING DISTANCE EDUCATION COURSES
To comply with immigration regulations, an F-1 visa holder within the United States may need to engage in an on-campus experiential component for this course. This component (which must be approved in advance by the instructor) can include activities such as taking an on-campus exam, participating in multiple on-campus lecture or lab activity, or other on-campus experience integral to the completion of this course.


If such an on-campus activity is required, it is the student’s responsibility to do the following:
(1) Submit a written request to the instructor for an on-campus experiential component within one week of the start of the course.

(2) Ensure that the activity on campus takes place and the instructor documents it in writing with a notice sent to the International Advising Office.  The UNT International Advising Office has a form available that you may use for this purpose.

DROPPING AN ONLINE COURSE
A student needing to drop an online course should send their instructor an email with their name, student ID#, reason for dropping a course, and date you are sending the email. This must be done prior to the UNT deadline to drop a course. 

If approved, the instructor will contact the MSOJ Undergraduate Office in GAB 102 where you may obtain a signed drop form. It is your responsibility to turn in the completed drop slip to the UNT Registrar’s office before the deadline to make sure you have been dropped from the course with a “W”.  If you are taking only online courses and your instructor approves the drop, please contact the MSOJ head advisor for instructions. 

EMERGENCY NOTIFICATION & PROCEDURES

STATEMENTS OF STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Statement of Student Learning Outcomes, UNT Mayborn School of Journalism

Since 1969, the UNT Department of Journalism (Mayborn School of Journalism effective September 1, 2009) has been accredited by the Accrediting Council on Education in Journalism and Mass Communication.  This national accreditation also extends to the Mayborn Graduate Institute of Journalism, the only accredited professional master’s program in Texas.  About one-fourth of all journalism and mass communication programs in the United States are accredited by ACEJMC.  National accreditation enhances your education here, because it certifies that the department and graduate institute adhere to many standards established by the council.  Among these standards are student learning outcomes, covered by journalism courses in all sequences.

This course, JOUR 3410, will help to meet the student learning outcomes that have been checked by your professor, Kate Skinner-Luker.

· Understand and apply the principles and laws of freedom of speech and press for the country in which the institution that invites ACEJMC is located, as well as receive instruction in and understand the range of systems of freedom of expression around the world, including the right to dissent, to monitor and criticize power, and to assemble and petition for redress of grievances
· Demonstrate an understanding of the history and role of professionals and institutions in shaping communications
· Demonstrate an understanding of diversity in domestic society in relation to mass communications
· Demonstrate an understanding of the diversity of peoples and cultures and of the significance and impact of mass communications in a global society
· Understand concepts and apply theories in the use and presentation of images and information
· Demonstrate an understanding of professional ethical principles and work ethically in pursuit of truth, accuracy, fairness and diversity
· Think critically, creatively and independently
· Conduct research and evaluate information by methods appropriate to the communications professions in which they work
· Write correctly and clearly in forms and styles appropriate for the communications professions, audiences and purposes they serve
· Critically evaluate their own work and that of others for accuracy and fairness, clarity, appropriate style and grammatical correctness
· Apply basic numerical and statistical concepts
· Apply tools and technologies appropriate for the communications professions in which they work
