Course Description

The study of dating, courtship, and marriage relationships. This course comprises an overview of relationship development and marriage across the life course. The textbook is written so as to include diversity as one of many lenses through which intimate partner relationships will be studied.

Additional readings, activities, short lectures from an expert instructor in relationships, and complementary resources will be assigned throughout the course to help students consider themselves in relation to the world of dating and marriage.

Course Level Goals and Objectives

By the end of this course, students should be able to:

1. Recognize and interpret normative stages, nuances and attributes of courtship-related topics in relationship development as they relate to yourself and the greater human system.
2. Describe and apply stages, nuances and attributes of marriage and/or intimate partner relationship development over the life course as they relate to yourself and the greater human system.
3. Assess and interpret course goals 1 and 2 within a cultural and diversity lens in order to broaden understanding about these two knowledge areas from multiple perspectives.

Course Requirements

1. In an online class such as this, students are expected to keep up with the weekly readings and additional course information posted on Canvas at https://canvas.instructure.com/login/canvas. 
2.  In addition to the readings listed on the course calendar, there may be supplemental readings or videos posted on Canvas within the learning modules to help you with assignments and/or exams. 

3.  Board Assignments

Five discussion board topics (plus an introduction post) will be assigned throughout the semester and specific questions and directions for each discussion board assignment will be posted on the given discussion descriptions (see the “Discussions” tab on Canvas). For discussion board assignments #1 - #5 (but not the introduction assignment), you will first post your response to the specific assignment questions and then respond to at least one classmate’s post. All initial posts and response posts must be a minimum of 200 words and posts to peers should have 2-3 reflections (explained on canvas). In order to allow your classmates ample time to read and reply to discussion board postings, initial responses must be posted by Wednesday at 11:59 pm (central time; please be aware of time differences if you are not in the area) and replies must be posted by Sunday at 11:59 pm. Since late submissions will not be accepted, do not wait until the last minute to submit your postings in case you have any questions or potential problems. The discussion climate must be civil, sensitive, and mutually respectful of the rights of each person to freely and openly express ideas. Discussion board assignments are worth a total of 100 of your final grade. 

4. Exams

Two exams will be given across the semester and will be online and open-book. You are expected to take each test with no outside help other than your text and accompanying lecture materials. Exams will be timed (70 minutes total). This is sufficient time to respond thoughtfully and to check your answers. It is highly recommended that you study and be prepared beforehand since you will not have time to look up each item during the actual exam. You may NOT copy any test items or look at any copied test items from this course; doing so is an honor code violation. The chapters covered on each exam are listed in the course calendar at the end of this syllabus. Exams may include a variety of question types including all or some of the following: multiple choice, true/false, matching, and fill-in-the-blanks. Exams must be completed by the due date and time listed on the course calendar.  Each exam is worth 100 points of your final grade. After 5:00 pm, the exams will become unavailable on Canvas and you will be unable to make them up without legitimate documentation (i.e., medical, judicial, or serious personal events).

There may be times in which you experience technical difficulties while taking exams (i.e., loss of Internet connection, the test does not submit correctly). If a score does not immediately appear in the grade book after taking an assessment, this most likely means your test was not submitted properly. If this happens, don’t panic; it will be necessary for me to reset your test. If this occurs, you should email me AS SOON AS POSSIBLE in order for you to have ample time to retake the exam within the allotted time period. Moreover, to avoid experiencing technical difficulties, it is recommended that you take tests in a location with reliable Internet service. Canvas is known to have issues when opened in Internet Explorer; using Mozilla Firefox is a reliable alternative to use when taking the quizzes and exams.
5. ART (Applied Relationship Theory Exercises): Throughout the semester, a variety of written activities will be completed. These activities will require you to reflect on your interactions and beliefs regarding dating and marriage. The instructions for each assignment will be posted on Canvas under the corresponding learning modules. There are 1-2 ART activities due each week, for a total of 5 activities. Individual grades from each completed activity will be added together and that total is worth 100 POINTS towards your final grade. No late activities will be accepted. All activities will be due Friday by 5:00 pm on the given week they are due. This is to give myself time to grade them and return them to you with feedback within 3 days for the next week’s ART activities. 

6. Pecha Kucha Presentation: Each student will examine varying cultural/religious beliefs and customs for dating, courtship, marriage, and family life for a group/location. For the presentation, each student will create a presentation containing no more than 20 slides, each set at 20 seconds. More information and a grading rubric will be posted on Canvas. The Pecha Kucha presentation will be worth 100 points of your final grade. It is recommended that you to begin planning for your Pecha Kucha the first day of class.  You will need to be working on this project most of the semester to ensure it will well done and polished.  
7. PK Reflection: Students will watch 5 of their peers’ PKs and respond to the rubric and format online. 

Success in this course on all the aforementioned requirements is your choice! If you choose to be successful, I will be happy to help you. If you do not choose to be successful, I will honor your choice. Every student has the potential to succeed in this class.

Syllabus Addendum

The following are important tips/guidelines/requirements that will ensure your success in this class:

1. DO read the syllabus and the assignment guidelines carefully. I do my best to lay everything out for you all in those documents. If you read and follow them carefully, you will successfully complete all the major requirements for the course. Everything you ever needed to know about the class (i.e., course schedule, my office hours, my office location) is provided in the syllabus. All the information you need regarding how to submit your papers is provided to you in each of the assignment documents.

1. If you ever have any questions about anything in the assignment guidelines or other course documents, ASK! I want to help you do well in this class and providing clarification to you all is one way for me to do that. 

1. DO check your UNT email. I will send class emails to your UNT account so you either need to access that email account regularly or forward your email to another account that you use. You will miss extremely important information if you do not check the emails I send.

1. At the end of the semester, do NOT ask me to change your grade. That would be unethical and unfair to every student that has earned his/her given grade. 

1. Deadlines are deadlines for a reason. I will NOT accept late papers and your paper will be considered late the first minute after the given deadline has passed. For example, if the deadline is 11:59 pm, you will not be able to submit your paper at 12:15 am because 1) the system will not let you and 2) I will NOT accept it. 

1. There are lots of varying due dates. While some of you may prefer to have everything due all at once within a given week, the varying due dates and times are purposeful. Please follow the syllabus schedule closely to make sure each assignment/requirement is completed on-time.

1. Submit your papers in a WORD DOCUMENT (make sure it is a .doc, .docx, or .rtf format so that I can actually open it). If I cannot open your paper, I cannot grade it.

1. I will return your papers and/or feedback to you through the assignment dropbox. When I do this, DO look at them. I will provide feedback on why you received that specific grade. Make sure to look at that feedback before asking me what you did wrong. If I deducted points, I will tell you why. Use that feedback to make improvements on future papers so that you do not get points counted off again for a similar mistake. 

1. A cold is not a medical emergency. Other minor illnesses like that are NOT medical emergencies and therefore, you will not be granted a makeup exam. This is an online class and you already have the ability to complete the requirements while at home. Also, you cannot make up an exam if you miss it because you simply forgot about it or weren’t paying attention to the due dates.
