Course Objectives

This course is designed to teach the fundamentals of on-air performance/communication and interviewing for broadcast across multiple platforms. It will consider communication theories as they relate to the broadcast media environment and the practical application of basic skills needed to perform in a converged broadcast career.  

Student Outcomes:  By completing this course, students will be able to:

· Analyze content prior to conducting the interview through research of both the topic and the interviewee.
· Apply theories of interviewing by developing questions appropriate to the situation and demonstrate a narrative flow during the interview.
· Demonstrate verbal skills needed to convey information to an audience across multiple platforms.
· Demonstrate contemporary broadcast standard performance in studio presentations and during live programming.
· Recognize and discuss the esoteric and practical differences of interviewing across varied professional media careers. 

Class Basics
· Class assignments will be due on the scheduled date. If you do not alert me to an emergency or situation, NO MAKEUP will be given. Your grade will be reduced by 15 points for each day it is late. After four days, you get a zero.
