Course Description 
Introduction to basic concepts and vocabularies of the visual arts worldwide, designed to expand aesthetic growth and involvement with the visual world.
This class fulfills the Creative Arts or Component Area Option of the UNT Core Curriculum.
Warning
Content in the arts can sometimes include works, situations, actions, and language that can be personally challenging or offensive to some students on the grounds, for example, of sexual explicitness, violence, or blasphemy. As the College of Visual Arts and Design is devoted to the principle of freedom of expression, artistic and otherwise, it is not the college’s practice to censor these works or ideas on any of these grounds. Students who might feel unduly distressed or made uncomfortable by such expressions should withdraw at the start of the term and seek another course.
Course Structure
This class is 100% online. You will complete modules consisting of lecture videos, textbook readings, quizzes, assignments, and discussions.
The course functions on a schedule, with modules opening and closing on a set schedule listed in this syllabus. You do not work at your own pace. Expect to work up to 8 hours per week on this class.
Course Objectives 
By the end of this course, you will be able to:
1. Explain the creative process underpinning the production of works of art
2. Describe the role of the viewer in perceiving and understanding a work of art
3. Analyze works of art for visual elements and principles of design
4. Analyze works of art for two- or three-dimensional medium
5. Collaborate to apply social responsibility to solve problems from the history of art
6. Communicate critical thinking applied to and through works of art
Required Materials 
Textbook requirement: Living with Art, 13e, with Connect access. Purchase the Connect Access Code. Do not rent the ebook alone. This will not give you access to the quizzes. You must have Connect Access.

· digital camera (on a smartphone is fine)
· colored pencils or sidewalk chalk (at least 5 colors)

· old magazines, catalogs, or other papers printed with texts and images

Required Travel 
Travel requirement: This course requires traveling to at least one museum, gallery, or public art monument. The University of North Texas has three galleries on campus in the Student Union and the Art Building. There are also more than a dozen works of public art on campus. Students residing beyond the UNT area should find a museum, gallery, or public monument in their own area, reviewing the site’s accessibility as necessary.

Attendance and Deadlines
Deadlines in this class are fixed. All assessments are available for at least a week. Therefore, no extensions or deadline changes are permitted for minor illnesses or university events, including athletic competitions, lasting less than the full available timeframe.

The specific portion concerning distance education courses is located at Title 8 CFR 214.2 Paragraph (f)(6)(i)(G). 
The paragraph reads: (G) For F-1 students enrolled in classes for credit or classroom hours, no more than the equivalent of one class or three credits per session, term, semester, trimester, or quarter may be counted toward the full course of study requirement if the class is taken on-line or through distance education and does not require the student's physical attendance for classes, examination or other purposes integral to completion of the class. An on-line or distance education course is a course that is offered principally through the use of television, audio, or computer transmission including open broadcast, closed circuit, cable, microwave, or satellite, audio conferencing, or computer conferencing. If the F-1 student's course of study is in a language study program, no on-line or distance education classes may be considered to count toward a student's full course of study requirement.
University of North Texas Compliance: To comply with immigration regulations, an F-1 visa holder within the United States may need to engage in an on-campus experiential component for this course. This component (which must be approved in advance by the instructor) can include activities such as taking an on-campus exam, participating in an on-campus lecture or lab activity, or other on-campus experience integral to the completion of this course.
If such an on-campus activity is required, it is the student’s responsibility to do the following:
(1) Submit a written request to the instructor for an on-campus experiential component within one week of the start of the course.
(2) Ensure that the activity on campus takes place and the instructor documents it in writing with a notice sent to the International Student and Scholar Services Office.  ISSS has a form available that you may use for this purpose.
