COURSE DESCRIPTION

In ENGL 1320, you will be introduced to invention strategies, reading strategies, and writing approaches that will
help you thrive as writers in a university setting and beyond. With an emphasis on brainstorming, critical reading,
analysis, and revision, you will practice genre conventions, gain rhetorical knowledge, and develop a framework for
producing persuasive writing about issues that are important to you. One of the broadest goals of this course is to
help you become comfortable with strategies for making your writing compelling to the audiences you want to
reach. Defining, explaining, persuading, finding, and evaluating good sources—these are all ways to provide insight
into topics that you want to share with other people. Overall, ENGL 1320 will prepare you for a wide range of
writing expectations, including those that demand research, evidence, and careful argument.

Students in this course will be able to:

e Hone and develop reading, writing, and research skills through practice, repetition, and careful attention to style and
strategy

Develop a relevant research question

Locate and analyze academic sources to use as evidence

Synthesize sources into a larger analytical argument

Draft and revise a research paper that is appropriate to academic audiences

Learn to collaborate with peers and provide useful feedback

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MAJOR WRITING ASSIGNMENTS:

MAJOR ASSIGNMENT 1 — RESEARCH PROPOSAL

This unit focuses on reading sources for information and insight, as well as formulating a specific research question
around an issue you want to write about and explore. You will draft a research proposal at the end of this Unit.

MAJOR ASSIGNMENT 2 — ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHY

This unit focuses on defining the context for the issue you have chosen and locating sources that offer perspective
on the issue. You will draft an annotated bibliography at the end of this unit.

Major ASSIGNMENT 3 & 4 — RESEARCH EssaAy RoucH DRAFT AND FINAL DRAFT

In this unit, you will plan and write a clear, focused, and well-researched essay that addresses the issue you have
chosen to write about. You will learn about how to work a paper from a rough draft into a polished final draft. You
will submit both a rough draft and final draft of your research paper for this unit.

MAJOR ASSIGNMENT 3 & 4 — RESEARCH EssAy RouGH DRAFT AND FINAL DRAFT

This final unit focuses on the activity of "remixing" writing through changes to the audience, purpose, and context.
Remixing is an activity that helps writers develop new strategies such as using multimodal writing or “everyday”
language to reach audiences beyond the form of the traditional academic essay.

GENERAL CRITERIA FOR WRITING ASSIGNMENTS

Although specific rubrics will be provided for each larger writing project, all writing activities in this course generally
must meet the following requirements and demonstrate the following desired outcomes.

® Ciritical Thinking: The written activity explains insights that the writer has gained through careful
consideration of the research and reading done in the course. The writer coherently represents the complexity
and nuance of the ideas they are writing about.

e (larity of Communication: The written activity shows that the writer understands course material and has
read widely enough to help audiences understand the significance of the idea they are writing about. The
background context and the question the writer is addressing are both coherent and thorough enough.

® Organization and Structure: The written activity is clearly organized with a structure that allows audiences to

understand its main point as well as the supporting examples and sources that contribute to the main point.

® Consideration of Other Perspectives: The written activity demonstrates careful listening to course ideas,
course texts, and to consider other perspectives related to the topic the writer is addressing. The writer considers
the cultural and social implications of their topic and argument.

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SCHEDULE OF ASSIGNMENTS

Each module for the next week will be unlocked on the Sunday before. Due dates for Major Assignments will be
posted on Canvas, but they will most likely all fall on Sundays. Everything else will be due in class before you leave
for the day.

The only way to become a better writer is to write, and write often. In that regard, we will be doing a writing activity
every single class petiod, either during the first '3 of class or the last /3 of class - I will provide the prompts. I expect
each of these to be at least 250 words. You can either hand write these and turn them in to me, or you can type
them in the provided text box on Canvas and submit them that way. Please make sure you have paper and writing
utensils or a laptop in order to complete these in-class assignments.

Once a week, we will also have an in-class quiz on the text for that week - this is how I know you have completed
the reading for that class period. These quizzes will be on paper that I will pass out, and will be composed of either
multiple choice, true/false, or free-response questions.

The rest of class time will be spent discussing that day’s reading or the objectives of that specific part of the unit. I
will always have a powerpoint for you that will also be posted on Canvas.

I do not assigh homework - all writing assignments will need to be done in class. I'd rather you spend the time
outside of class to work on the major unit assignments.

ATTENDANCE

Per university policy, missing more than 20% of classes results in automatic failure, regardless of assighment grades.
Attendance will be taken during every class period. I understand that life happens, so in that regard, you have three
excused absences, no questions asked. After that, the only absences that will be accepted, as per UNT policy 6.039,
will be emergencies, extracurricular events, religious holidays, and illness, all of which you will always have to email
me and explain why you are absent. At 7 unexcused absences, you cannot pass the course, so please contact me as
soon as possible if you know you will be absent.

Unless the absence is an illness or an extenuating circumstance that exceeds five consecutive days, you may request
documentation from the Dean of Students’ office for an excuse. Examples include, but are not limited to: (1)
temporary disability or injury; (2) extended medical absence or hospitalization; (3) illness of a dependent family
member; or (4) major illness or death of a loved one.

You are responsible for finding out what you missed. Before the next time our class meets, review the Canvas page
and ask a classmate for notes on what you missed, or make an appointment to meet with me during office hours, or
if needed, email me to ensure you are on track and prepared for the next class. If you miss a reading quiz, you will
have to attend office hours to redo it - but this is on/y if you were absent, not if you were late.

LATE ASSIGNMENT POLICY

I would rather you turn in something late than not at all (zeroes are detrimental in the gradebook), but keep in mind
that points will be taken off depending on how late it has been turned in. All papers are due by the date specified in
Canvas, unless you as a student have previously made arrangements with me. Note that you cannot pass the course
if you have not received a grade for all major assignments. Please meet with me as soon as possible if you miss a
deadline for an assighment, or if you need an extension. Again, I know that life happens, and sometimes you just
need more time. I am more than willing to work with you - you just have to communicate with me!
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A Warning About Al (Artificial Intelligence)

THE USE OF GENERATIVE AI WRITING TOOLS IS PROHIBITED IN THIS CLLASS. Assignments
for the course have been designed to help you develop as a thinker, reader, and writer without using these

technologies. You will generate ideas, read, revise, and write independently or when appropriate in
consultation with peers, UNT Writing Center tutors, and me. Any use of generative Al in your work for
this class (LLMs) violates our syllabus and thus will be treated as an instance of cheating as per UNT
policy. Additionally, ignorance of the generative Al tools in your chosen digital writing technologies,
whatever they may be, is not sufficient to excuse the violation. If you are unsure about a digital writing
tool (even automatically integrated ones), don’t use it for this class.

TO REPEAT: PLEASE DO NOT USE ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE TOOLS OR SOFTWARE
UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES, not even tools like Grammarly to check your grammar mistakes. |
promise you that it WILL show up on Turnitin, the software we use to scan for plagiarism.

If I see that you are using Al (anything more than a 10% on the turnitin detector or other Al checker, since
sometimes it glitches), I will 1) immediately give you a zero for the assignment, and 2) we will set up an
appointment to discuss the matter. If I learn that you did use it, I will input the zero in the gradebook as

final, and will not give you the chance to redo the assignment. It is also policy that I report the incident to
UNT.

I would much rather you turn in something incomplete or imperfect and have it be your work, rather than
it be flawless and written with AIl. Make mistakes! In fact, I encourage it. This class is meant to help you
become better writers and to help you articulate your ideas effectively - if you use Al it defeats the purpose entirely.
I know that Al can seem attractive because it can help your phrasing and organization - but if you use it, it
completely erases what makes your writing wzigue in the first place.

DO NOT USE AI - I'T°S NOT WORTH IT.

My responsibility as your instructor is to challenge you, to help you understand the course material, and to help you
grow and learn as a student. I will provide clear instructions for projects and assignments, answer your questions,
and identify additional resources as necessary. I will also provide substantive feedback on your written work. You
can expect me to have feedback and grades returned to you within one to two weeks of the submission date

for each assignment. If it takes me longer than that to grade a rough draft, I will happily give you an extension on
the final draft.
