Course Description and Objectives 

This course explores the connection between the will of the people and the policies implemented by government by focusing on individual political values and attitudes, the mechanisms that connect individual beliefs to government action (parties, interest groups, the media, and elections), and the outcomes of government policy. If democratic society is capable of being justly governed, understanding the connection between the will of the people and the policies implemented by government is a matter of greatest importance.
