Description of course  
The objective of Span 3060 is to provide students with the opportunity to improve writing, conversational skills, and fluency.  Students will also improve proper use of grammar and apply the grammatical concepts learned, increase range and recall of vocabulary and idiomatic expressions, and expand cultural awareness of Spain and Latin America.
This class will be conducted entirely in Spanish.

Participation

Students should arrive to class having done any previously assigned work and ready to participate actively in Spanish.  Most work will be done in group or partner, and participation should reflect the fact that students have adequately prepared.
Attendance:

Students are allowed three unexcused absences without penalty.  This does not excuse the student from any assignments due that day.  Any unexcused absence beyond three will result in 2% subtracted from the student’s final grade.  Two tardies equal one absence.
Homework
All homework from textbook must be written out on a separate sheet of paper that may be turned in.  This applies to exercises that require significant writing, and does not include exercises such as multiple choice, matching, etc.  Homework will be randomly collected.  Late homework will not be accepted.
Escritura
Each student will complete three in-class Escritura writing tasks.  No make ups for unexcused absences.

Quizzes

Random quizzes will be given over grammar, vocabulary (Vocabulario básico only), and cultural readings.  No make ups for unexcused absences.

Presentation
Each student will make an oral presentation of  5-7 minutes.  Note cards may be used, but it is not acceptable to read the presentation.  Topics (taken from Conexión internet) and presentation dates will be randomly assigned.  
Oral Interview
Toward the end of the semester each student will have a short conversation in Spanish with the instructor covering a selection of the various topics studied in class.  Oral interviews will be graded on information conveyed, vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, and fluency.

In-class Composition
Each student will write an in-class composition of approximately 250 words.  No make ups for unexcused absences.
Midterm Exam
Midterm exam will be essay format with additional short answer questions.

Final Exam
Final exam will be essay format with additional short answer questions .
