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Experiencing God, Pt. 1 

Why is Experiencing God so important?

· Because, the more we experience God, the more power we have over circumstances affecting us.
· The greater our experience with God, the more wisdom, we have in making the right decisions and choices.

Concept of Experience 

If you attended a job interview and they ask about your job experience what is the employer looking for.

1. If the knowledge you have is a result of direct participation in some work or event.
2. They want to know if you have hands-on experience or knowledge. 

Experiencing Something then is knowing something as a result of participation in that thing and being affected by it.

Now let us apply the definition of experience to the concept of Experiencing God. 

What does it mean to Experience God?

1. Knowing God based on experience or participation in God.

“….. that ye might be filled with the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual. That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God.” (Colossians 1:9b-10, King James Version)

The Greek word for Knowledge in this context is “epignosis” and 

“epignosis” means full knowledge and experiential knowledge. It is not only informational but entering an experience.

So, Paul is saying knowing God in this context is the same as experiencing God and when we experience God the result is a fruit that is worthy of the Lord pleasing unto him.

Paul equates bearing fruit with KNOWING GOD or experiencing God

The More we experience God 
the more we produce fruit that looks like God.

But this is not happening. We are not experiencing God. We hear about God. We carry His book with us. We are at the right location where knowledge of God is preached but we are producing no fruit. The problem is that we have informational knowledge but we don’t have experiential knowledge.

A woman never gets pregnant just by talking about it. Discussions about the subject and knowledge of the subject do not give you a product. Here must be an actual involvement in the subject matter for fruit to occur.

Genesis 4:1

2. Cultivating a relationship with God that produces fruit (a lifestyle that looks just like God). 



How do I enter an experience with God so fruit is automatically born?

John 15:1-16 (KJV)

a) The True Vine – Jesus
b) The husbandman – God the father
c) The Branch - is the Christian

Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit. (John 15:2, KJV)

1. NO FRUIT branches – Vs. 2
2. FRUIT BEARING branches – Vs. 2
3. MORE FRUIT branches – Vs. 2

I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. 
(John 15:5, KJV)

4. MUCH FRUIT branches – Vs. 5
"Ye have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it to you."  John 15:16, KJV)

5. REMAINING FRUIT branch – Vs. 16

So, in the church, we have branches that are producing nothing, to something, more than something, much more than something and fruit that will not go away.

How do I Experience God as a No Fruit Branch? John 15:2

Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit. (John 15:2, King James Version)  

“He taketh away” from what?

When you study, plant growth and associated issues you find that branches that are too close to the ground cannot grow well. As a result, the vinedresser has to take the branch away from the dirt. When they are taken away from the dirt then they will have enough sunlight that will enable them to bear more fruit. The closer you are to sin, it will be difficult to bear fruit.

The example of Jacob – 
Then Jacob awoke from his sleep and said, "Surely the LORD is in this place, and I did not know it." (Genesis 28:16, KJV)
