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Excuses Derail Our Potential

In Luke 14:16-24, Jesus tells the Parable of the Great Banquet. A man gave a big banquet and invited many people. But they all gave excuses and did not show up so he sent his servants into the streets and alleys to bring in the poor, the crippled, the blind, and the lame until the room is full. 

The interpretation is that the Jews of Jesus’ day had no valid excuse for refusing Jesus’ message; in fact, they had every reason to accept Him as their Messiah. So now as many as received him to them he gave them the power to becomes the sons of God.

What I want us to zero in on are the excuses that the guest gave. Luke 14:16-20 in the New Century Version

16 Jesus said to him, “A man gave a big banquet and invited many people. 17 When it was time to eat, the man sent his servant to tell the guests, ‘Come. Everything is ready.’18 “But all the guests made excuses. The first one said, ‘I have just bought a field, and I must go look at it. Please excuse me.’ 19 Another said, ‘I have just bought five pairs of oxen; I must go and try them. Please excuse me.’ 20 A third person said, ‘I just got married; I can’t come.’ 21 So the servant returned and told his master what had happened. Then the master became angry and said, ‘Go at once into the streets and alleys of the town, and bring in the poor, the crippled, the blind, and the lame.’ 
22 Later the servant said to him, ‘Master, I did what you commanded, but we still have room.’ 23 The master said to the servant, ‘Go out to the roads and country lanes, and urge the people there to come so my house will be full.  24 I tell you, none of those whom I invited first will eat with me.’”

Principles from the text

1. An excuse is a reason we offer as an explanation for refusing something.

2. No Excuse is so important as accepting God’s offer of salvation.

3. Excuses does not stop the clock of life, life goes on.

4. Excuses rob us of the experiences and the things God has prepared for us.

Just as the guest could not experience what the master has prepared for them, so EXCUSES can rob us of the experiences and the things God has prepared for us.

There is an untapped potential in you until demand is placed on it. Excuses will derail your untapped potential

Potential - is unexposed ability…reserved power…. untapped strength…. capped capabilities…. unused success…. dormant gifts…. hidden talents…latent power

Potential is
· something we can do that we have not done yet.
· where you can go that haven’t yet gone
· who you can bet that you haven’t yet been?
· what you can imagine that you have yet imagined
· how far you can reach that you haven’t yet reached
· what you can see that you have yet seen
· what you can accomplish that you haven’t yet accomplished

Excuses will rob you of your untapped potential.
Excuses will rob you of where you could have gone
Excuses will rob you of who you could have been 
Excuses will rob you of how far you could reach 
Excuses will rob you of what you can accomplish 

Maybe you have thought about becoming a pastor, etc., excuses will rob you of what you can achieve. Step out and go on. No more excuses
